RECOMMENDATION:   We recommend approval of this permit subject to a ll applicable standard                  p rovisos and special conditions.                     


On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.

Superintendent Gunter presented the balance of the North 30 feet of section 16, 32, 39 to be declared a surplus and sell / convey to Bent Pine once all details are finalized.

On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker motion carried unanimously.

Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
