The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors was held in the office of the District in Vero Beach, Florida, Thursday, August 11, 2022 at 2:00 O’clock P.M.

Supervisor Tripson called the meeting to order at 2:00 P.M. and called for approval of the minutes of July’s regular meeting. On motion duly made and carried, the minutes of the previous meeting were approved as submitted. Cash on hand as of July 31, 2022 was given as $1,929,117.65.

On a motion made by Supervisor Barker and second by Supervisor Tripson the above permits were approved.

Superintendent Gunter and Attorney Paul Amos presented the sale of the Indian River Farms Water Control District (IRFWCD) lands are a sale of land in lieu of a condemnation, and not an arm’s length transaction. IRFWCD analyzed the real property interests requested by the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) pursuant to the construction of the Oslo Road/I-95 interchange.  The IRFWCD could not convey the works of IRFWCD (canals) to FDOT, but offered a permanent easement to FDOT /requiring maintenance conditions for any of the IRFWCD works that were included within the requested and defined Limited Access Right of Way. The property sold by IRFWCD to FDOT via quitclaim deed consists solely of road rights of way (R.O.W.) that were retained by the IRFWCD in the 1956 & 1957 sales of IRFWCD owned lands at public auction. Indian River County possessed a reservation for roadway use over these R.O.W.s that go back to the original plat of the IRFWCD, located in Plat Book 2, Page 25, Saint Lucie County records. The sale of IRFWCD lands is not a surplus sale of property by the IRFWCD, but rather the sale of IRFWCD lands in lieu of condemnation by FDOT. 

               IRFWCD negotiated a global transaction value for the sale of IRFWCD lands based on multiple factors including the appraisal of land and improvements, an IRFWCD land analysis, and the likelihood of FDOT condemnation pursuant to Florida Statute Chapter 73.01 addressing presuit negotiation. Only after the IRFWCD value analysis and determination of the condemnation conditions, was a negotiated sale in lieu of a FDOT condemnation proceeding approved by the IRFWCD Board of Supervisors. IRFWCD is seeking reimbursement for attorneys’ fees and costs associated with this transaction pursuant to Chapter 73.015 (4)(a) Florida Statutes.

Purchase Agreement

On a motion made by Supervisor Barker, second by Supervisor Tripson, and carried unanimously the following documents were approved for signature.

Superintendent Gunter presented Indian River Farms Water Control District Board of Supervisors was petitioned to provide a Quitclaim deed to address a claimed hiatus on property owned by 60 AC VERO BEACH LLLP, a Florida limited liability limited partnership. The IRFWCD Superintendent reviewed the parcel and obtained the assistance of the IRFWCD Engineer (Carter and Associates) to verify the IRFWCD improper legal description of the parcel when the North and South Parcels that form the basis for this request were sold.
 The IRFWCD never intended to retain ownership of the aforementioned Hiatus Parcel, and the Hiatus Parcel was intended to be conveyed with the South Parcel. This information has been verified by the IRFWCD Superintendent as well as Carter and Associates. The IRFWCD Board of Supervisors was requested to convey the Hiatus parcel to the current owner of the South Parcel Owner (60 AC VERO BEACH LLLP, a Florida limited liability limited partnership) to establish a contiguous parcel. 
HIATUS PARCEL:

ALL THAT PART OF THE SOUTH 20.00 ACRES OF TRACT 1, SECTION 3, TOWNSHIP 33 SOUTH, RANGE 38 EAST, ACCORDING TO THE LAST GENERAL PLAT OF INDIAN RIVER FARMS COMPANY FILED IN THE OFFICE OF THE CLERK OF THE CIRCUIT COURT IN PLAT BOOK 2, PAGE 25, OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF ST. LUCIE COUNTY, FLORIDA, LYING SOUTH OF THE SOUTH LINE OF THE NORTH 10.00 ACRES OF SAID SOUTH 20.00 ACRES OF TRACT 1 AND THE NORTH LINE OF THE SOUTH ONE-HALF (1/2) OF THE SOUTH ONE-HALF (1/2) OF SAID TRACT 1, SECTION 3, TOWNSHIP 33 SOUTH, RANGE 38 EAST.

LUCIE COUNTY, FLORIDA, RUN NORTH 00°16'37" EAST ALONG THE EAST LINE OF SAID TRACT 1, A DISTANCE OF 310.36 FEET TO THE INTERSECTION WITH THE NORTH LINE OF THE SOUTH ONE-HALF (1/2) OF THE SOUTH ONE-HALF (1/2) OF SAID TRACT 1 AND THE POINT OF BEGINNING;  FROM SAID POINT OF BEGINNING RUN NORTH 89°36'33" WEST ALONG SAID NORTH LINE OF THE  SOUTH ONE-HALF (1/2) OF THE SOUTH ONE-HALF (1/2) OF TRACT 1, A DISTANCE OF 1329.56 FEET TO THE WEST LINE OF SAID TRACT 1; THENCE RUN NORTH 00°16'06" EAST ALONG SAID WEST LINE, A DISTANCE OF 17.20 FEET TO THE INTERSECTION WITH THE SOUTH LINE OF THE NORTH 10.00 ACRES OF THE SOUTH 20.00 ACRES OF SAID TRACT 1; THENCE RUN SOUTH 89°36'57" EAST ALONG SAID SOUTH LINE OF THE NORTH 10.00 ACRES OF THE SOUTH 20.00 ACRES, A DISTANCE OF 1329.56 FEET TO THE AFOREMENTIONED EAST LINE OF TRACT 1; THENCE RUN SOUTH 00°16'37" WEST ALONG SAID EAST LINE, A DISTANCE OF 17.36 FEET TO THE POINT OF BEGINNING.
The Board of Supervisors considered the request to provide a quitclaim deed to the hiatus parcel to 60 AC VERO BEACH LLLP, a Florida limited liability limited partnership and after discussion, Motion by Supervisor Barker and Second by Supervisorn Tripson, the Motion to relinquish ownership of the Hiatus Parcel to 60 AC VERO BEACH LLLP, a Florida limited liability limited partnership passed unanimously.
 A quitclaim deed will be provided by the IRFWCD to 60 AC VERO BEACH LLLP,  a Florida limited liability limited partnership as a deed intended to correct a scrivener’s error or surveyor’s error in the historic deed transfer from the approximate 1930’s original transaction. This deed does not sell or transfer any works of the IRFWCD, and is intended as a corrective measure to an inaccurate legal description of the original real property sale. This is not a sale of surplus property, but a correction of prior a defective legal description.

Attorney Paul Amos & Superintendent Gunter presented the single bid received for insurance coverage for the upcoming year.  Only one bid was received from the Florida League of Cities and was with an increase of $10,027.00 from last year’s premium, with Cyber Liability as additional coverage.  On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker, authorization was given to renew with the Florida League of Cities (FMIT).

Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.

There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
