(1)    Request from Indian River County Department of Utility Services to install 14”

   H.D.P.E. water main, by directional bore, under existing 96” R.C.P. culvert in 

   Lateral “G” Canal at 69th Street. 

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

applicable standard provisos and special conditions.  

(2)    Request from Comcast to direct bore a 2” conduit under Sub-lateral A-6-W (41st 

         Street) Canal to service residence at 7155 41st Street.

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(3)    Request from Comcast to direct bore a 2” conduit under Sub-lateral R-2 (16th 

   Street) Canal at Flamingo Drive (located about midway between 82nd and 90th 

   Avenue).

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(4)    Request from FP&L to replace poles and transfer overhead/aerial lines across 

   Lateral “H” Canal along North right-of-way of 41st Street (South Gifford Road).

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(5)    Request from FP&L to replace poles and transfer aerial/overhead lines across

   South Dike and Canal at a point 155’ East of intersection of 16th Avenue, SW and

   25th Street, SW.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions.

(6)    Request from FP&L to replace pole and transfer aerial/overhead lines across Sub-

              Lateral H-4 (41st Street) Canal at a point 704’+/- East of 38th Avenue. 

              RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

              applicable standard provisos and special conditions.

(7)    Request from Pillar Community Church, Inc. to extend 8” water main by direct   

   bore under 37th Street and adjacent Sub-lateral A-5-W Canal to provide service to   

   proposed new church located in portion of Tract 1, Section 31-32-39.

             RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

             applicable standard provisos and special conditions.   

On a motion made by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Lindsey the above permits were approved.

Wesley Mills with Mills, Short & Associates inquired on the flood plain compensation requirements for Hampton Park Subdivision.

George Simon from Carter & Associates Inc. informed the board regarding an upgrade in the rate schedule billed to the District.  Rates have not increased since 2014.  On a motion by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Lindsey the new rate schedule was approved.

Superintendent Gunter presented Attorney Michael O’Haire will be retiring at the end of February and proposed Attorney Paul Amos to fill the position of District Attorney. 

On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson motion carried unanimously.

Superintendent Gunter proposed Hiring David E. Gunter Jr. (Ward) as Assistant Superintendent (training to eventually take role of superintendent) with a yearly salary of 75,000.00.
On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson motion carried unanimously.

Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
