(1)    Request from FP&L to replace poles and transfer aerial/overhead crossing at nine

   (9) locations over 8th Street and adjacent Sub-lateral B-3-E between 43rd Avenue

   and 58th Avenue. 

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

applicable standard provisos and special conditions.  

(2)    Request from FP&L to replace pole and transfer aerial/overhead electrical lines

   over South Relief Canal along West right-of-way of 43rd Avenue.

RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(3)    Request from FP&L to replace pole and transfer aerial/overhead electrical lines

   over “Cooch Ditch” along North right-of-way of 1st Street, SW.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(4)    Request from FP&L to replace existing pole and transfer aerial/overhead

   electrical lines over 8th Street and adjacent Sub-lateral B-4-W along westerly

   right-of-way of 58th Avenue. 

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(5)    Request from FP&L to replace poles and transfer aerial/overhead lines across

   Lateral “B” Canal along northerly right-of-way of 8th Street with proposed new

   pole installed between West top of bank of Lateral “B” and East edge of

   pavement of 58th Avenue.
   We have requested revisions to this plan. 

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval subject to receipt of acceptable revised plans. 
(6)    Request from FP&L to replace pole and transfer aerial/overhead lines across 17th
   Street, SW and adjacent Sub-lateral B-9-E/J-4 Canal at rear lot drainage/utility

   easement between 18th Avenue, SW and 17th Court, SW. 

              RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

              applicable standard provisos and special conditions.

(7)    Request from FP&L to replace poles and transfer aerial/overhead lines across

   Lateral “J” Canal along extension of North right-of-way of 17th Street, SW across

   Lateral “J” Canal. 

             RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

             applicable standard provisos and special conditions.   

(8)    Request from FP&L to replace poles and transfer aerial/overhead lines across 21st 

   Street, SW and adjacent Sub-lateral B-10-E at the 16th Avenue, SW alignment

   (North of 21st Street, SW).

             RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

             applicable standard provisos and special conditions.  
(9)    Request from FP&L to replace pole and transfer aerial/overhead lines across 4th
   Street and adjacent Sub-lateral B-4-W Canal along West right-of-way of 58th

   Avenue. 

             RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

             applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(10)   Request from FP&L to direct bore a 2” electrical conduit under 13th Street, SW

   and   Sub-lateral B-8-E at two locations, at rear lot easements on each side of 55th

    Court, SW (on South side of 13th Street, SW).

             RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

             applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

(11)    Request from Comcast to install by directional bore a 1½” H.D.P.E. conduit under 

   Range Line Canal along northerly right-of-way of 26th Street.

   RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this application subject to

   special conditions granted to FP&L direct bore installation of electrical conduit in

   same location.

(12)   Request from Indian River County Department of Utility Services to install 4”  

   water main (by direct bore over top of existing R.C.P. entrance culvert (with

   acceptable clearances) to serve Greene Family A.O.E. East and West driveways.

             RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this request subject to all 

             applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 

On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.
