We have two (2) new FP&L Utility Construction Permit Applications for consideration at the scheduled  July 14, 2022 Board Meeting.

(1) Request from FP&L to replace existing poles and transfer overhead/aerial conductors over Lateral “A” Canal along North right-of-way of 33rd Street (Cherry Lane).      

          RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this permit, subject to all applicable standard 

          provisos and special conditions. 

(2) Request from FP&L to decommission existing Bonanza West Substation (located on North side of Main Canal right-of-way and West side of Piper Drainage Canal (at City of Vero Beach Municipal Airport) and connect existing transmission lines between existing poles into and out of substation site. 

          RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of this permit, subject to all applicable standard 

          provisos and special conditions.
On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.

Superintendent Gunter presented Hampton Park S/D concept of allowing developer to use pumps to artificially lower the water table within their site to allow them to meet their cut and fill balance for the 100 year flood plan encroachment with the understanding that there needs to be language contained in the HOA documents pertaining to maintenance and operations of the pumping system that will be approved in the connection permit.
On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above concept was  approved subject to all requirements being meet.

Resolution for conveyance of District property to FDOT for the construction of I-95 interchange at Oslo Road
Certain roadways are owned fee simple by IRFWCD (the “District”) due to lawsuits by the District against the Farms Company for non-payment of taxes in 1920’s. In that suit, the Special Master ruled in favor of the District and the District acquired all of the land South of 1st Street SW and West of Lateral C, to the West and South Boundaries.

In 1956 & 1957 the District sold the parcels at auction as “Net Acres” only within the District, retaining all roads, canals, ditches, dikes, and additional rights of way as needed for the operation of the District.

Indian River County has continued to operate and maintain the roads in the area using the reservations in Plat Book 2, Page 25 SLC records as their authority.

It is in the District’s best interest to limit liability associated with public roads. Chapter 298 of the Florida Statutes, that the District is organized under, specifically prohibits the District from constructing and maintaining public roads. The Board intends that all of the roadways within this project are conveyed to the State of Florida Department of Transportation.  

Superintendent Gunter presented details on parcels that the District will convey to FDOT, those parcels being public road rights of way. The permanent easements covering the works of the District will be granted to FDOT for the construction of drainage for I-95 interchange at Oslo Road.
On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey, second by Supervisor Barker, and carried unanimously the following parcels are to be conveyed to FDOT. 
Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.

There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
