Request from FP&L to install two (2) new poles and replace five (5) exiting wood poles with new wood poles and transfer existing lines across 16th Street and adjacent Sub-lateral B-1 Canal at seven (7) rear lot line locations between 34th Avenue and 42nd Avenue.      

 RECOMMENDATION:  We recommend approval of above request subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions.
