We have one (1) Utility Construction Permit Application to consider at the regularly scheduled November Board Meeting.

(1) Request from FP&L to install, by directional bore, two 6” electrical conduits under south end of existing box culvert under 26th Street in Lateral “E” (20th Avenue) Canal.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit application subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions. 
On a motion made by Supervisor Barker and second by Supervisor Tripson the above permits were approved.
Supervisor Tripson made a Motion for Indian River Farms Water Control District employees to receive a year-end bonus in the amount of one week’s additional pay, and to be paid in December.

The Motion was seconded by Supervisor Lindsey and approved Supervisor Barker passing unanimously
