RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to receipt of acceptable plans subject to final approval of Superintendent Gunter and Carter Associates, Inc.

On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.

George Simon, Carter Associates, Inc.; Superintendent Gunter and Secretary Gunter, presented discussion and legal review of court order pertaining to ownership of site for Somerset Academy. A lengthy lawsuit between the owners of Somerset Academy and Pointe West HOA regarding the ownership of the land.  The judge ruled the developer owned the land and it was part of an overall P.D. previously permitted. Ruling was upheld upon appeal to the Appellate court. The maintenance of the 100-year flood plain storage for Somerset Academy was covered by the original Pointe West master drainage plan. Rather than continue with a law suit to tie into the existing drainage system, the owners of Somerset Academy have decided to construct on site stormwater facilities and a separate outfall to meet the 2”/24hr requirement, independent of the Point West drainage system.

Somerset Academy is requesting an exemption to the maintenance of the 100-year flood plain storage for the school site development, due to the 100-year flood plain storage that exist in the Point West P.D. plan. 

On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker and unanimously carried the above exemption is approved.
Secretary Gunter and Superintendent Gunter requested to purchase a Fecon attachment for one of the newly   ordered excavators as this attachment is sold separately, and needed to complete maintenance in the District.
On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and Second by Supervisor Tripson approval to purchase the above Fecon attachment.
Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
