Supervisor Tripson called the meeting to order at 2:00 P.M. and called for approval of the minutes of March’s regular meeting. On motion duly made and carried, the minutes of the previous meeting were approved as submitted. Cash on hand as of March 31, 2025 was given as $2,479,121.39.

U-25-11 Genesis Industrial
RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to receipt of acceptable plans subject to final approval of Superintendent Gunter and Carter Associates, Inc.

On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.

George Simons, Carter Associates, Inc., requested the board to update the website to request the following documents be submitted with the review permit application in order to stream line the processing of permits and to receive the pertinent information needed to process permits at time of submittal:

1. (2) hard copies of a Boundary and Topographic Survey signed and sealed by a Florida Licensed Professional Surveyor and Mapper, (PSM).

2. (2) hard copies of drainage calculations, including the input and output for the flood route model signed and sealed by a Florida Licensed Professional Engineer, (PE).  (1) copy of the stormwater flood route model with input in executable electronic format, ICPR/Stormwise or equal.

3. A signed and sealed electronic copy (pdf) of the Boundary and Topographic Survey signed and sealed by a Florida Licensed Professional Surveyor and Mapper, (PSM), as well as a signed and sealed electronic copy (pdf) of the plans and calculations.
On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above update / request was approved.
Attorney Paul Amos gave updates with no action required by the Board at this time.
Secretary Gunter and Superintendent Gunter presented proposed Budget for the 2025/2026 fiscal year. Supervisor Lindsey made a motion to accept the Budget as presented with a second by Supervisor Barker. Motion approved. A copy of the budget is available in the District office.

Secretary Gunter and Superintendent Gunter recommended that all employees receive a 5% raise based on the consumer index to help offset the incurred inflation.  On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson a 5% increase for all employees was approved.

Secretary Gunter and Superintendent Gunter presented the proposed tax rate for the 2025/2026 year at $38.50 per acre. After much discussion on the Budget, the need to purchase equipment, and previous years of the District using fund balance to cover expenses. 
On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson approval of the tax rate.  The Board thereby resolved the following resolution:
RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, the Property Appraiser of Indian River County, Florida, has been heretofore authorized and directed to extend the taxes levied by this District upon the Tax Rolls of Indian River County, Florida;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the INDIAN RIVER FARMS WATER CONTROL DISTRICT, Indian River County, Florida that this Board does herewith levy a maintenance tax for the year 2025 upon each tract or parcel of land within this district, subject to taxation of $38.50 per acre or fraction thereof.  Said maintenance tax shall be equal and uniform in amount upon each acre of land assessed and the minimum drainage tax shall not be less than the one-acre tax rate herewith established and said minimum drainage tax shall apply to any one parcel separately assessed to maintain and preserve the ditches, drains and drainage works of this District and to repair and restore the same when needed and for the purpose of defraying the current expenses of this District; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that, when said tax is so levied or extended and assessed by the Property Appraiser of Indian River County, he shall certify the same to the Tax Collector of Indian River County, Florida who is herewith directed to demand and collect the maintenance tax so levied and to make return thereof to this District as provided by the law; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a certified copy of this Resolution shall be furnished to the Property Appraiser of Indian River County, Florida and to the Tax Collector of Indian River County, Florida.
