On a motion by Supervisor Barker and second by Supervisor Tripson the above permits were approved.
Secretary Gunter presented the upcoming renewal for the Florida Blue health insurance policy beginning Jan 1, 2026, the total increase is approximately 15% monthly while keeping the same coverage. The new premium will be $9276.74 per month.

On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the motion to renew Florida Blue health insurance passed unanimously.
Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
