We have one (1) Utility Construction Permit Applications to be considered at the regularly scheduled August 8, 2024, Board Meeting.

(1) Permit #U-24-07 Florida City Gas – Indian River HP Connector – 82nd Ave. 
After much discussion the Board will not approve at this time. The Board will wait until requested revised plans are received showing all permit criteria being meet before approving.
Attorney Paul Amos & Superintendent Gunter presented two bid results for the 2024/2025 insurance renewal.  We received two (2) bids, one from Florida Municipal Insurance Trust with an annual premium of $84,506.00.  The other is from Egris Insurance with an annual premium of $43,737.00. Attorney Paul Amos reviewed both bids and advised the Board of Supervisors to accept the Florida Municipal Insurance Trust bid based on premium and coverage of the policy.

  On a motion by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Barker the bid was awarded to Florida Municipal Insurance Trust.

Superintendent Gunter presented the two proposals received for accounting services for the district. One from Carr, Riggs, & Ingram in the amount of $21,200.00. The other from Grau & Associates for $12,000.00. Superintendent Gunter recommended Grau & Associates to be the districts accountants based on proposal.
  On a motion by Supervisor Barker and second by Supervisor Tripson Grau & Associates will be the accountants for the district.

Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.

There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
