RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to receipt of acceptable plans subject to final approval of Superintendent Gunter and Carter Associates, Inc.

On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.

Attorney Paul Amos is working with the District on a Public Records Request from De la Parte, Gilbert, McNamara & Caldevilla, P.A. 
Attorney Paul Amos presented his response and invitation to all records to the above firm.

Attorney Paul Amos is working with Pointe Grand on a maintenance agreement that will be part of the conditions of connection permit 24-59 once issued by the District.
Secretary Gunter and Superintendent Gunter presented lease and purchase options for two (2) 2025 Excavators. The Districts current Excavators are more than 25 years old and parts can no longer be purchased. Excavators are needed to maintain the system. After much discussion it was decided the best option for the District is to purchase with annual payments.
On a motion by Supervisor Barker and Second by Supervisor Lindsey and unanimously carried two (2) 2025 Excavators were approved for purchase with annual payments for five years.
Secretary Gunter and Superintendent Gunter presented a quote from Complete Restaurant Equipment in the amount of $5726.60 for a new Ice Machine. The Districts Ice Machine from 2016 is no longer working and needs to be replaced.

On a motion by Supervisor Barker and Second by Supervisor Lindsey approval to purchase the above ice machine.
Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
