On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.
Supervisor Tripson made a Motion for Indian River Farms Water Control District employees to receive a year-end bonus in the amount of one week’s additional pay, and to be paid in December.

Secretary Gunter presented to the Board quotes received to build the bed of the new spray truck with pumps etc. at over 80,000. Secretary Gunter informed the Board based on these quotes the best option would be to build the spray truck bed in house at the District by purchasing parts and building for a fraction of the cost estimating around 25,000.00.
On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the motion to build spray truck bed in house passed unanimously.
Superintendent Gunter presented to the Board to declare surplus on the 1996 1500 Dodge pickup as the transmission is nonworking and beyond repair, and needs to be scrapped.
On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the 1996 1500 Dodge pickup declared surplus passed unanimously. 

Attorney Paul Amos presented to the Board information on House Bill 105.
Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
