RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to receipt of acceptable plans subject to final approval of Superintendent Gunter and Carter Associates, Inc.

On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.

Superintendent Gunter presented a quote from South Florida Land Clearing in the amount of $43,000.00 to clear and mill an area 40’ wide for a maintenance road south of the main canal to prevent future erosion and gain access for future maintenance.

Indian River Farms Main Canal right of way east of US Highway 1 is 300 feet wide measured from the centerline of the canal and is owned fee simple.
Indian River Farms had significant time and expense, roughly $120,000 after Hurricane Milton in October 2024 rebuilding the North Bank of the Main Canal after high flows caused serious erosion. During the high flows from Hurricane Milton the soil that kept these trees rooted washed away and the trees fell over into the water flowing east in the Main Canal, this diversion of water against the north bank caused the majority of the erosion. After the vegetation is removed we will gain access allowing for future maintenance. We expect future maintenance will alleviate the need to reconstruct the bank in future major storm events.
On a motion by Supervisor Barker and second by Supervisor Lindsey the above South Florida Land Clearing quote / work was approved. 
Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
