RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this request subject to receipt of acceptable plans subject to final approval of Superintendent Gunter and Carter Associates, Inc.

On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.

George Simon, Carter Associates, Inc; David E. Gunter, Jr., Superintendent, presented to the Board that IRC Sheriff’s Office Administration Building submitted for Review R-25-02 / Connection permit 25-03, upon review of this project inconsistencies were noted between the Master Drainage Plan and the actual drainage improvements found on site. A “Future Drainage Improvement plan” was received and these inconsistencies are noted on the plan sheet. We recommend approval of permit 25-03 contingent on the “Future Drainage Improvement Plan” being permitted within 12 months and constructed within 18 months of the date of permit approval with drainage calculations for meeting the 2”/day volume limitation.

On a motion by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Barker the above permit was approved based on the above contingencies.

Attorney Paul Amos gave updates with no action required by the Board at this time.
Secretary Gunter and Superintendent Gunter presented a quote to purchase a new spray truck. 2025 Ford F-550 Chassis Cab Super Cab XL 4X4 168" Wheel based, quote totaling $71,520.09. The District’s current spray truck is a 1995, and continues to break down which results in a lot of labor time, parts expense, delayed spraying, and needs to be replaced.
On a motion by Supervisor Barker and Second by Supervisor Lindsey and unanimously carried the above purchase was approved.
Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.
There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
