Secretary Gunter presented the upcoming renewal for the Florida Blue health insurance policy beginning Jan 1, 2025, the total increase is approximately 15% monthly while keeping the same coverage. The new premium will be $8147.70 per month.

On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson the motion to renew Florida Blue health insurance passed unanimously.
