We have two (2) Utility Construction Permit Application to consider at the regularly scheduled December Board Meeting.

PERMITS NEEDING APPROVAL BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

· Permit #TBD - Emerson Oaks (formerly known as Red Tree Cove)

· Permit #TBD - Providence Pointe

After much discussion the Board will not approve at this time. The Board will wait until requested revised plans are received showing all permit criteria being meet before approving.
Superintendent Gunter informed the board that through water testing associated with the permit issued to Indian River County Solid Waste Disposal District for a driveway culvert test results showed mercury levels are way higher than FDEP allowes to be discharged into waters of the state. The Solid Waste District was notified of the water quality contamination issues and informed that they could not discharge any water into Lat C. Superintendent Gunter recommends blocking the ditch to contain the contamination on Landfill Property.

On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey, second by Supervisor Tripson, and carried unanimously the ditch will be blocked to contain contamination on Landfill property.

Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.

There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
