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One Hope 
 

Our hope that we should look to resides in the faith that is in us that comes from being in Christ 

Jesus (Matthew 12:17-21, Mark 16:15-16, John 1:12-14, John 3:3-6, Acts 2:38, Romans 

3:22, Romans 5:2, Romans 6:23, Romans 8:9, Romans 8:18-34, Romans 12:5, Romans 15:12-

13, Colossians 1:27, Colossians 2:1-5, 1 Timothy 1:1, 1 Peter 1:13-23). 

 

We have been justified by faith and have peace with God through Christ Jesus our Lord, 

obtained access by faith into this grace that we stand, we rejoice in the hope of the glory of God 

(Romans 5:1-11, Philippians 1:20, Titus 3:4-8, Hebrews 3:6, 1 Peter 1:3, 1 Peter 3:15 NASB).  

  

Hope does not put us to shame because God’s love has been poured into our hearts through the 

Holy Spirit who God has given us (Psalms 119:116, Hebrews 10:12-25, Hebrews 12:28-29), this 

hope that we have is an active hope, by the works that we do reflect “the glory to God” through 

the light of our Lord Jesus Christ in us (Psalms 22:22-24, Psalms 86:8-13, Matthew 5:5-16,  

John15:8-11, John 17:1, Romans 8:24-28, 2 Corinthians 4:13-15, 2 Corinthians 9:8-9, Ephesians 

1:6-2:10, Ephesians 5:8, Philippians 1:8-11, Philippians 2.13-16, 1 Thessalonians 4:1-18,  
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2 Thessalonians 3:1-5, Titus 3:8, Titus 3:14, Hebrews 13:20-21, 1 Peter 2:11-12, 1 Peter 3:13-18 

NASB, 1 Peter 4:12-19). 

   

Within the works that we try to accomplish we try to share our faith to those that listen. We try to 

gather others to come to God the Father through His Son our Lord Jesus Christ and the Holy 

Spirit (Isaiah 55:6-13, 2 Corinthians 9:10-15, Colossians 1:1-14, Colossians 3:17, Philemon 1:4-

6). 

 

The hope that we have is the hope of eternal life with God the Father, Our Lord Christ Jesus and 

the Holy Spirit and all the blessed in the new heavens and new earth (Isaiah 65:17, Isaiah 

66:22, Matthew 19:16, Matthew 19:29, Matthew 25:46, John 3:16, Romans 2:7, 2 Thessalonians 

2:16-17, 1 Timothy 1:16, 1 Timothy 6:11-19, Titus 3:4-8, Hebrews 5:7-10, Hebrews 12:18-29, 2 

Peter 3:13, 1 John 1:1-4, 1 John 2:20-25, 1 John 5:11-13, 1 John 5:20, Revelation 21:1).  

 

These are just but some of the scriptural verses and passages that speak about hope and the 

things we need to understand. 

   

Psalms 53:2 

2 God looks down from heaven on the children of man to see if there are any who understand, 

who seek after God. 

 

Psalms 103:13-17 

13 As a father shows compassion to his children, so the Lord shows compassion to those who 

fear him, 14 For he knows our frame; he remembers that we are dust. 15 As for man, his days are 

like grass; he flourishes like a flower of the field; 16 for the wind passes over it, and it is gone, 

and its place knows it no more. 17 But the steadfast love of the Lord is from everlasting to 

everlasting on those who fear him, and his righteousness to children's children, 

 

Matthew 12:17-21 

17 This was to fulfill what was spoken by the prophet Isaiah: 18 “Behold, my servant whom I 

have chosen, my beloved with whom my soul is well pleased. 

I will put my Spirit upon him, and he will proclaim justice to the Gentiles. 

19 He will not quarrel or cry aloud, nor will anyone hear his voice in the streets; 

20 a bruised reed he will not break, and a smoldering wick he will not quench, 

until he brings justice to victory; 21 and in his name the Gentiles will hope.” 

 

Acts 24:14-21  

14 But this I confess to you, that according to the Way, which they call a sect,  

I worship the God of our fathers, believing everything laid down by the Law and written in the 

Prophets, 15 having a hope in God, which these men themselves accept, that there will be a 

resurrection of both the just and the unjust.  

16 So I always take pains to have a clear conscience toward both God and man.  
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17 Now after several years I came to bring alms to my nation and to present offerings.18 While I 

was doing this, they found me purified in the temple, without any crowd or tumult. But some 

Jews from Asia—19 they ought to be here before you and to make an accusation, should they 

have anything against me. 20 Or else let these men themselves say what wrongdoing they found 

when I stood before the council, 21 other than this one thing that I cried out while standing 

among them: ‘It is with respect to the resurrection of the dead that I am on trial before you this 

day.’” 

 

Romans 4:13-25  

13 For the promise to Abraham and his offspring that he would be heir of the world did not come 

through the law but through the righteousness of faith. 14 For if it is the adherents of the law who 

are to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. 15 For the law brings wrath, but where 

there is no law there is no transgression. 16 That is why it depends on faith, in order that the 

promise may rest on grace and be guaranteed to all his offspring—not only to the adherent of the 

law but also to the one who shares the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all, 17 as it is 

written, “I have made you the father of many nations”—in the presence of the God in whom he 

believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things that do not exist. 18 In 

hope he believed against hope, that he should become the father of many nations, as he had been 

told, “So shall your offspring be.” 19 He did not weaken in faith when he considered his own 

body, which was as good as dead (since he was about a hundred years old), or when he 

considered the barrenness of Sarah's womb. 20 No unbelief made him waver concerning the 

promise of God, but he grew strong in his faith as he gave glory to God, 21 fully convinced that 

God was able to do what he had promised. 22 That is why his faith was “counted to him as 

righteousness.” 23 But the words “it was counted to him” were not written for his sake alone,  

24 but for ours also. It will be counted to us who believe in him who raised from the dead Jesus 

our Lord, 25 who was delivered up for our trespasses and raised for our justification. 

 

Romans 5:1-11 

1 Therefore, since we have been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord 

Jesus Christ. 2 Through him we have also obtained access by faith into this grace in which we 

stand, and we rejoice in hope of the glory of God. 3 Not only that, but we rejoice in our 

sufferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, 4 and endurance produces character, and 

character produces hope, 5 and hope does not put us to shame, because God's love has been 

poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given to us. 6 For while we were 

still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly. 7 For one will scarcely die for a 

righteous person—though perhaps for a good person one would dare even to die—8 but God 

shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 9 Since, therefore, we 

have now been justified by his blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of 

God. 10 For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much 

more, now that we are reconciled, shall we be saved by his life. 11 More than that, we also 

rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received 

reconciliation. 

Romans 8:18-25  
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18 For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth comparing with the glory 

that is to be revealed to us. 19 For the creation waits with eager longing for the revealing of the 

sons of God. 20 For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of him who 

subjected it, in hope 21 that the creation itself will be set free from its bondage to corruption and 

obtain the freedom of the glory of the children of God. 22 For we know that the whole creation 

has been groaning together in the pains of childbirth until now. 23 And not only the creation, but 

we ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait eagerly for 

adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies. 24 For in this hope we were saved. Now hope 

that is seen is not hope. For who hopes for what he sees? 25 But if we hope for what we do not 

see, we wait for it with patience. 

 

Romans 15:1-13  

1 We who are strong have an obligation to bear with the failings of the weak, and not to please 

ourselves. 2 Let each of us please his neighbor for his good, to build him up. 3 For Christ did not 

please himself, but as it is written, “The reproaches of those who reproached you fell on me.”  

4 For whatever was written in former days was written for our instruction, that through 

endurance and through the encouragement of the Scriptures we might have hope. 5 May the God 

of endurance and encouragement grant you to live in such harmony with one another, in accord 

with Christ Jesus, 6 that together you may with one voice glorify the God and Father of our Lord 

Jesus Christ. 7 Therefore welcome one another as Christ has welcomed you, for the glory of 

God. 8 For I tell you that Christ became a servant to the circumcised to show God's truthfulness, 

in order to confirm the promises given to the patriarchs, 9 and in order that the Gentiles might 

glorify God for his mercy. As it is written, “Therefore I will praise you among the Gentiles, and 

sing to your name.” 10 And again it is said, “Rejoice, O Gentiles, with his people.” 11 And 

again, “Praise the Lord, all you Gentiles, and let all the peoples extol him.” 12 And again Isaiah 

says, “The root of Jesse will come, even he who arises to rule the Gentiles; in him will the 

Gentiles hope.”13 May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, so that by 

the power of the Holy Spirit you may abound in hope. 

 

1 Corinthians 13:1-13 

1 If I speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I am a noisy gong or a 

clanging cymbal. 2 And if I have prophetic powers, and understand all mysteries and all 

knowledge, and if I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but have not love, I am nothing.  

3 If I give away all I have, and if I deliver up my body to be burned, but have not love, I gain 

nothing. 4 Love is patient and kind; love does not envy or boast; it is not arrogant 5 or rude. It 

does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; 6 it does not rejoice at wrongdoing, 

but rejoices with the truth. 7 Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures 

all things. 8 Love never ends. As for prophecies, they will pass away; as for tongues, they will 

cease; as for knowledge, it will pass away. 9 For we know in part and we prophesy in part,  

10 but when the perfect comes, the partial will pass away. 11 When I was a child, I spoke like a 

child, I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child. When I became a man, I gave up childish 

ways.  
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12 For now we see in a mirror dimly, but then face to face. Now I know in part; then I shall 

know fully, even as I have been fully known. 13 So now faith, hope, and love abide, these three; 

but the greatest of these is love. 

 

Galatians 5:1-6  

1 For freedom Christ has set us free; stand firm therefore, and do not submit again to a yoke of 

slavery. 2 Look: I, Paul, say to you that if you accept circumcision, Christ will be of no 

advantage to you. 3 I testify again to every man who accepts circumcision that he is obligated to 

keep the whole law. 4 You are severed from Christ, you who would be justified by the law; you 

have fallen away from grace. 5 For through the Spirit, by faith, we ourselves eagerly wait for the 

hope of righteousness. 6 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor uncircumcision counts for 

anything, but only faith working through love. 

 

Ephesians 3:1-21 NASB 

1 For this reason I, Paul, the prisoner of Christ Jesus for the sake of you Gentiles—2 if indeed 

you have heard of the stewardship of God’s grace which was given to me for you; 3 that by 

revelation there was made known to me the mystery, as I wrote before in brief. 4 By referring to 

this, when you read you can understand my insight into the mystery of Christ, 5 which in other 

generations was not made known to the sons of men, as it has now been revealed to His holy 

apostles and prophets in the Spirit; 6 to be specific, that the Gentiles are fellow heirs and fellow 

members of the body, and fellow partakers of the promise in Christ Jesus through the gospel,  

7 of which I was made a minister, according to the gift of God’s grace which was given to me 

according to the working of His power. 8 To me, the very least of all saints, this grace was given, 

to preach to the Gentiles the unfathomable riches of Christ, 9 and to bring to light what is the 

administration of the mystery which for ages has been hidden in God who created all things;  

10 so that the manifold wisdom of God might now be made known through the church to the 

rulers and the authorities in the heavenly places. 11 This was in accordance with the eternal 

purpose which He carried out in Christ Jesus our Lord, 12 in whom we have boldness and 

confident access through faith in Him. 13 Therefore I ask you not to lose heart at my tribulations 

on your behalf, for they are your glory. 14 For this reason I bow my knees before the Father,  

15 from whom every family in heaven and on earth derives its name, 16 that He would grant 

you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with power through His Spirit in the 

inner man, 17 so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; and that you, being rooted 

and grounded in love, 18 may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the breadth and 

length and height and depth, 19 and to know the love of Christ which surpasses knowledge, that 

you may be filled up to all the fullness of God. 20 Now to Him who is able to do far more 

abundantly beyond all that we ask or think, according to the power that works within us, 21 to 

Him be the glory in the church and in Christ Jesus to all generations forever and ever. Amen. 

 

Ephesians 4:4-6  

4 There is one body and one Spirit—just as you were called to the one hope that belongs to your 

call—5 one Lord, one faith, one baptism, 6 one God and Father of all, who is over all and 

through all and in all. 
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Philippians 1:18-30  

18 Yes, and I will rejoice, 19 for I know that through your prayers and the help of the Spirit of 

Jesus Christ this will turn out for my deliverance, 20 as it is my eager expectation and hope that I 

will not be at all ashamed, but that with full courage now as always Christ will be honored in my 

body, whether by life or by death. 21 For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain. 22 If I am to 

live in the flesh, that means fruitful labor for me. Yet which I shall choose I cannot tell. 23 I am 

hard pressed between the two. My desire is to depart and be with Christ, for that is far better.  

24 But to remain in the flesh is more necessary on your account. 25 Convinced of this, I know 

that I will remain and continue with you all, for your progress and joy in the faith, 26 so that in 

me you may have ample cause to glory in Christ Jesus, because of my coming to you again.  

27 Only let your manner of life be worthy of the gospel of Christ, so that whether I come and see 

you or am absent, I may hear of you that you are standing firm in one spirit, with one mind 

striving side by side for the faith of the gospel, 28 and not frightened in anything by your 

opponents. This is a clear sign to them of their destruction, but of your salvation, and that from 

God. 29 For it has been granted to you that for the sake of Christ you should not only believe in 

him but also suffer for his sake, 30 engaged in the same conflict that you saw I had and now hear 

that I still have. 

 

Colossians 1:13-29 NASB 

13 For He rescued us from the domain of darkness, and transferred us to the kingdom of His 

beloved Son, 14 in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. 15 He is the image of the 

invisible God, the firstborn of all creation. 16 For by Him all things were created, both in the 

heavens and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or 

authorities—all things have been created through Him and for Him. 17 He is before all things, 

and in Him all things hold together. 18 He is also head of the body, the church; and He is the 

beginning, the firstborn from the dead, so that He Himself will come to have first place in 

everything. 19 For it was the Father’s good pleasure for all the fullness to dwell in Him, 20 and 

through Him to reconcile all things to Himself, having made peace through the blood of His 

cross; through Him, I say, whether things on earth or things in heaven. 21 And although you 

were formerly alienated and hostile in mind, engaged in evil deeds, 22 yet He has now reconciled 

you in His fleshly body through death, in order to present you before Him holy and blameless 

and beyond reproach—23 if indeed you continue in the faith firmly established and steadfast, 

and not moved away from the hope of the gospel that you have heard, which was proclaimed in 

all creation under heaven, and of which I, Paul, was made a  minister. 24 Now I rejoice in my 

sufferings for your sake, and in my flesh I do my share on behalf of His body, which is the 

church, in filling up what is lacking in Christ’s afflictions. 25 Of this church I was made a 

minister according to the stewardship from God bestowed on me for your benefit, so that I might 

fully carry out the preaching of the word of God, 26 that is, the mystery which has been hidden 

from the past ages and generations, but has now been manifested to His saints, 27 to whom God 

willed to make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles, which 

is Christ in you, the hope of glory. 28 We proclaim Him, admonishing every man and teaching 

every man with all wisdom, so that we may present every man complete in Christ. 29 For this 

purpose also I labor, striving according to His power, which mightily works within me.  
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Colossians 3:1-17 

1 If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated 

at the right hand of God. 2 Set your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on 

earth. 3 For you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God. 4 When Christ who is 

your life appears, then you also will appear with him in glory. 5 Put to death therefore what is 

earthly in you: sexual immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, which is 

idolatry. 6 On account of these the wrath of God is coming. 7 In these you too once walked, 

when you were living in them. 8 But now you must put them all away: anger, wrath, malice, 

slander, and obscene talk from your mouth. 9 Do not lie to one another, seeing that you have put 

off the old self with its practices 10 and have put on the new self, which is being renewed in 

knowledge after the image of its creator. 11 Here there is not Greek and Jew, circumcised and 

uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave, free; but Christ is all, and in all. 12 Put on then, as 

God's chosen ones, holy and beloved, compassionate hearts, kindness, humility, meekness, and 

patience, 13 bearing with one another and, if one has a complaint against another, forgiving each 

other; as the Lord has forgiven you, so you also must forgive. 14 And above all these put on 

love, which binds everything together in perfect harmony. 15 And let the peace of Christ rule in 

your hearts, to which indeed you were called in one body. And be thankful. 16 Let the word of 

Christ dwell in you richly, teaching and admonishing one another in all wisdom, singing psalms 

and hymns and spiritual songs, with thankfulness in your hearts to God. 17 And whatever you 

do, in word or deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the 

Father through him. 

 

1 Thessalonians 5:1-11 

1 Now concerning the times and the seasons, brothers, you have no need to have anything 

written to you. 2 For you yourselves are fully aware that the day of the Lord will come like a 

thief in the night. 3 While people are saying, “There is peace and security,” then sudden 

destruction will come upon them as labor pains come upon a pregnant woman, and they will not 

escape. 4 But you are not in darkness, brothers, for that day to surprise you like a thief. 5 For you 

are all children of light, children of the day. We are not of the night or of the darkness. 6 So then 

let us not sleep, as others do, but let us keep awake and be sober. 7 For those who sleep, sleep at 

night, and those who get drunk, are drunk at night. 8 But since we belong to the day, let us be 

sober, having put on the breastplate of faith and love, and for a helmet the hope of salvation.  

9 For God has not destined us for wrath, but to obtain salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ,  

10 who died for us so that whether we are awake or asleep we might live with him. 11 Therefore 

encourage one another and build one another up, just as you are doing. 

 

2 Thessalonians 2:13-17  

13 But we ought always to give thanks to God for you, brothers beloved by the Lord, because 

God chose you as the firstfruits to be saved, through sanctification by the Spirit and belief in the 

truth. 14 To this he called you through our gospel, so that you may obtain the glory of our Lord 

Jesus Christ. 15 So then, brothers, stand firm and hold to the traditions that you were taught by 

us, either by our spoken word or by our letter.  
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16 Now may our Lord Jesus Christ himself, and God our Father, who loved us and gave us 

eternal comfort and good hope through grace, 17 comfort your hearts and establish them in every 

good work and word. 

 

2 Timothy 1:8-9 

8 Therefore do not be ashamed of the testimony about our Lord, nor of me his prisoner, but share 

in suffering for the gospel by the power of God, 9 who saved us and called us to a holy calling, 

not because of our works but because of his own purpose and grace, which he gave us in Christ 

Jesus before the ages began. 

 

Titus 2:11-13 

1 For the grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation for all people, 12 training us to renounce 

ungodliness and worldly passions, and to live self-controlled, upright, and godly lives in the 

present age, 13 waiting for our blessed hope, the appearing of the glory of our great God and 

Savior Jesus Christ. 

 

Titus 3:4-8  

4 But when the goodness and loving kindness of God our Savior appeared, 5 he saved us, not 

because of works done by us in righteousness, but according to his own mercy, by the washing 

of regeneration and renewal of the Holy Spirit, 6 whom he poured out on us richly through Jesus 

Christ our Savior, 7 so that being justified by his grace we might become heirs according to the 

hope of eternal life. 8 The saying is trustworthy, and I want you to insist on these things, so that 

those who have believed in God may be careful to devote themselves to good works. 

 

Hebrews 6:9-12  

9 Though we speak in this way, yet in your case, beloved, we feel sure of better things—things 

that belong to salvation. 10 For God is not unjust so as to overlook your work and the love that 

you have shown for his name in serving the saints, as you still do. 11 And we desire each one of 

you to show the same earnestness to have the full assurance of hope until the end, 12 so that you 

may not be sluggish, but imitators of those who through faith and patience inherit the promises. 

 

1 Peter 1:13-25 

3 Therefore, preparing your minds for action, and being sober-minded, set your hope fully on the 

grace that will be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ. 14 As obedient children, do not 

be conformed to the passions of your former ignorance, 15 but as he who called you is holy, you 

also be holy in all your conduct, 16 since it is written, “You shall be holy, for I am holy.” 17 And 

if you call on him as Father who judges impartially according to each one's deeds, conduct 

yourselves with fear throughout the time of your exile, 18 knowing that you were ransomed from 

the futile ways inherited from your forefathers, not with perishable things such as silver or gold, 

19 but with the precious blood of Christ, like that of a lamb without blemish or spot. 20 He was 

foreknown before the foundation of the world but was made manifest in the last times for the 

sake of you

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21 who through him are believers in God, who raised him from the dead and gave him glory, so 

that your faith and hope are in God. 22 Having purified your souls by your obedience to the truth 

for a sincere brotherly love, love one another earnestly from a pure heart, 23 since you have been 

born again, not of perishable seed but of imperishable, through the living and abiding word of 

God; 24 for “All flesh is like grass and all its glory like the flower of grass. The grass withers, 

and the flower falls, 25 but the word of the Lord remains forever.” And this word is the good 

news that was preached to you. 

 

1 Peter 3:13-17 KJV 

13 And who is he that will harm you, if ye be followers of that which is good? 14 But and if ye 

suffer for righteousness' sake, happy are ye: and be not afraid of their terror, neither be troubled; 

15 But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and be ready always to give an answer to every man 

that asketh you a reason of the hope that is in you with meekness and fear: 16 Having a good 

conscience; that, whereas they speak evil of you, as of evildoers, they may be ashamed that 

falsely accuse your good conversation in Christ. 17 For it is better, if the will of God be so, that 

ye suffer for well doing, than for evil doing. 13 Who is there to harm you if you prove zealous 

for what is good? 14 But even if you should suffer for the sake of righteousness, you are blessed. 

AND DO NOT FEAR THEIR INTIMIDATION, AND DO NOT BE TROUBLED, 15 but 

sanctify Christ as Lord in your hearts, always being ready to make a defense to everyone who 

asks you to give an account for the hope that is in you, yet with gentleness and  reverence;  

16 and keep a good conscience so that in the thing in which you are slandered, those who revile 

your good behavior in Christ will be put to shame. 17 For it is better, if God should will it so, 

that you suffer for doing what is right rather than for doing what is wrong. 

 

Conclusion 

 

Our hope is that we glorify God being in Christ Jesus by bringing glory to our Lord Jesus and 

pleasing God. Our hope is to receive the salvation offered to us by being faithful unto death. We 

wait in patience to attain the grace to be delivered to each one of us so that we can spend eternity 

with God the Father, our Lord Christ Jesus, the Holy Spirit and all the blessed in the new 

heavens and new earth.  
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
