6 one God and Father of all who is over all and through all and in all. 7 But to each one of us
grace was given according to the measure of Christ’s gift.

Philippians 2:1-11

1 So if there is any encouragement in Christ, any comfort from love, any participation in the
Spirit, any affection and sympathy, 2 complete my joy by being of the same mind, having the
same love, being in full accord and of one mind. 3 Do nothing from selfish ambition or conceit,
but in humility count others more significant than yourselves. 4 Let each of you look not only to
his own interests, but also to the interests of others. 5 Have this mind among yourselves, which is
yours in Christ Jesus, 6 who, though he was in the form of God, did not count equality with God
a thing to be grasped, 7 but emptied himself, by taking the form of a servant, being born in the
likeness of men. 8 And being found in human form, he humbled himself by becoming obedient
to the point of death, even death on a cross. 9 Therefore God has highly exalted him and
bestowed on him the name that is above every name, 10 so that at the name of Jesus every knee
should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and every tongue confess that Jesus
Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

1 Brethren, my heart’s desire and my prayer to God for them is for their salvation. 2 For I testify
about them that they have a zeal for God, but not in accordance with knowledge. 3 For not
knowing about God’s righteousness and seeking to establish their own, they did not subject
themselves to the righteousness of God. 4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to
everyone who believes. 5 For Moses writes that the man who practices the righteousness which
is based on law shall live by that righteousness. 6 But the righteousness based on faith speaks as
follows: “DO NOT SAY IN YOUR HEART, ‘WHO WILL ASCEND INTO HEAVEN?’ (that
is, to bring Christ down), 7 or ‘WHO WILL DESCEND INTO THE ABYSS?’ (that is, to bring
Christ up from the dead).” 8 But what does it say? “THE WORD IS NEAR YOU, IN YOUR
MOUTH AND IN YOUR HEART”—that is, the word of faith which we are preaching, 9 that if
you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from
the dead, you will be saved; 10 for with the heart a person believes, resulting in righteousness,
and with the mouth he confesses, resulting in salvation. 11 For the Scripture says, “WHOEVER
BELIEVES IN HIM WILL NOT BE DISAPPOINTED.” 12 For there is no distinction between
Jew and Greek; for the same Lord is Lord of all, abounding in riches for all who call on Him; 13
for “WHOEVER WILL CALL ON THE NAME OF THE LORD WILL BE SAVED.” 14 How
then will they call on Him in whom they have not believed? How will they believe in Him whom
they have not heard? And how will they hear without a preacher? 15 How will they preach
unless they are sent? Just as it is written, “HOW BEAUTIFUL ARE THE FEET OF THOSE
WHO BRING GOOD NEWS OF GOOD THINGS!” 16 However, they did not all heed the good
news; for Isaiah says, “LORD, WHO HAS BELIEVED OUR REPORT?” 17 So faith comes
from hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ.

Colossians 1:3-5

3 We always thank God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, when we pray for you, 4 since we
heard of your faith in Christ Jesus and of the love that you have for all the saints, 5 because of
the hope laid up for you in heaven. Of this you have heard before in the word of the truth, the
gospel,
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Titus 1:1-3

Paul, a servant of God and an apostle of Jesus Christ, for the sake of the faith of God's elect and
their knowledge of the truth, which accords with godliness, 2 in hope of eternal life, which God,
who never lies, promised before the ages began 3 and at the proper time manifested in his word
through the preaching with which I have been entrusted by the command of God our Savior;

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Repent of your sins:

Psalms 7:12-16

12 If a man does not repent, God will whet his sword; he has bent and readied his bow; 13 he has
prepared for him his deadly weapons, making his arrows fiery shafts.

14 Behold, the wicked man conceives evil and is pregnant with mischief and gives birth to lies.
15 He makes a pit, digging it out, and falls into the hole that he has made. 16 His mischief
returns upon his own head, and on his own skull his violence descends.

Matthew 3:2
2 “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.”

Mark 1:15
15 and saying, “The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent and believe in
the gospel.

Mark 6:12
12 So they went out and proclaimed that people should repent.

Luke 13:5
5 No, I tell you; but unless you repent, you will all likewise perish.”

Luke 24:47
47 and that repentance for forgiveness of sins would be proclaimed in His name to all the
nations, beginning from Jerusalem.

15 But Jesus answering said to him, “Permit it at this time; for in this way it is fitting for us to
fulfill all righteousness.” Then he permitted Him. 16 After being baptized, Jesus came up
immediately from the water; 17 and behold, the heavens were opened, and he saw the Spirit of
God descending as a dove and lighting on Him, and behold, a voice out of the heavens said,

3 Or do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus have been baptized
into His death? 4 Therefore we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, so that as
Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in
newness of life. 5 For if we have become united with Him in the likeness of His death, certainly
we shall also be in the likeness of His resurrection, 6 knowing this, that our old self was crucified
with Him, in order that our body of sin might be done away with, so that we would no longer be
slaves to sin; 7 for he who has died is freed from sin. 8 Now if we have died with Christ, we
believe that we shall also live with Him, 9 knowing that Christ, having been raised from the
dead, is never to die again; death no longer is master over Him.
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10 For the death that He died, He died to sin once for all; but the life that He lives, He lives to
God. 11 Even so consider yourselves to be dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus.

1 Corinthians 6:11
11 Such were some of you; but you were washed, but you were sanctified, but you were justified
in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and in the Spirit of our God.

1 Corinthians 12:12-13 NASB

12 For even as the body is one and yet has many members, and all the members of the body,
though they are many, are one body, so also is Christ. 13 For by one Spirit we were all baptized
into one body, whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free, and we were all made to drink of
one Spirit.

Galatians 3:27-29 NASB

27 For all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ. 28 There is
neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free man, there is neither male nor female; for
you are all one in Christ Jesus.

2 Through him we have also obtained access by faith into this grace in which we stand, and we
rejoice in hope of the glory of God. 3 Not only that, but we rejoice in our sufferings, knowing
that suffering produces endurance, 4 and endurance produces character, and character produces
hope, 5 and hope does not put us to shame, because God's love has been poured into our hearts
through the Holy Spirit who has been given to us.

Romans 8:18-25

18 For | consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth comparing with the glory
that is to be revealed to us. 19 For the creation waits with eager longing for the revealing of the
sons of God. 20 For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of him who
subjected it, in hope 21 that the creation itself will be set free from its bondage to corruption and
obtain the freedom of the glory of the children of God. 22 For we know that the whole creation
has been groaning together in the pains of childbirth until now. 23 And not only the creation, but
we ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait eagerly for
adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies. 24 For in this hope we were saved. Now hope
that is seen is not hope. For who hopes for what he sees? 25 But if we hope for what we do not
see, we wait for it with patience.

Hebrews 10:35-39

35 Therefore do not throw away your confidence, which has a great reward. 36 For you have
need of endurance, so that when you have done the will of God you may receive what is
promised. 37 For, “Yet a little while, and the coming one will come and will not delay; 38 but
my righteous one shall live by faith, and if he shrinks back, my soul has no pleasure in him.”
39 But we are not of those who shrink back and are destroyed, but of those who have faith and
preserve their souls.

Hebrews 12:1-17

1 Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every
weight, and sin which clings so closely, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before
us, 2 looking to Jesus, the founder and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy that was set before
him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is seated at the right hand of the throne of God.
3 Consider him who endured from sinners such hostility against himself, so that you may not
grow weary or fainthearted. 4 In your struggle against sin you have not yet resisted to the point
of shedding your blood. 5 And have you forgotten the exhortation that addresses you as sons?
“My son, do not regard lightly the discipline of the Lord, nor be weary when reproved by him.
6 For the Lord disciplines the one he loves, and chastises every son whom he receives.”

7 It is for discipline that you have to endure. God is treating you as sons. For what son is there
whom his father does not discipline? 8 If you are left without discipline, in which all have
participated, then you are illegitimate children and not sons. 9 Besides this, we have had earthly
fathers who disciplined us and we respected them. Shall we not much more be subject to the
Father of spirits and live? 10 For they disciplined us for a short time as it seemed best to them,
but he disciplines us for our good, that we may share his holiness.
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11 For the moment all discipline seems painful rather than pleasant, but later it yields the
peaceful fruit of righteousness to those who have been trained by it. 12 Therefore lift your
drooping hands and strengthen your weak knees, 13 and make straight paths for your feet, so that
what is lame may not be put out of joint but rather be healed. 14 Strive for peace with everyone,
and for the holiness without which no one will see the Lord. 15 See to it that no one fails to
obtain the grace of God; that no “root of bitterness” springs up and causes trouble, and by it
many become defiled; 16 that no one is sexually immoral or unholy like Esau, who sold his
birthright for a single meal. 17 For you know that afterward, when he desired to inherit the
blessing, he was rejected, for he found no chance to repent, though he sought it with tears.

James 1:3-4
3 knowing that the testing of your faith produces endurance. 4 And let endurance have its perfect
result, so that you may be perfect and complete, lacking in nothing.

James 5:10-11

10 As an example, brethren, of suffering and patience, take the prophets who spoke in the name
of the Lord. 11 We count those blessed who endured. You have heard of the endurance of Job
and have seen the outcome of the Lord’s dealings, that the Lord is full of compassion and is
merciful.

1 Peter 2:19-25

19 For this is a gracious thing, when, mindful of God, one endures sorrows while suffering
unjustly. 20 For what credit is it if, when you sin and are beaten for it, you endure? But if when
you do good and suffer for it you endure, this is a gracious thing in the sight of God. 21 For to
this you have been called, because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example, so that
you might follow in his steps. 22 He committed no sin, neither was deceit found in his mouth.
23 When he was reviled, he did not revile in return; when he suffered, he did not threaten, but
continued entrusting himself to him who judges justly. 24 He himself bore our sins in his body
on the tree, that we might die to sin and live to righteousness. By his wounds you have been
healed. 25 For you were straying like sheep, but have now returned to the Shepherd and Overseer
of your souls.

1 Peter 3:14-17 KJV 14 But and if ye suffer for righteousness' sake, happy are ye: and be not
afraid of their terror, neither be troubled; 15 But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and be
ready always to give an answer to every man that asketh you a reason of the hope that is in you
with meekness and fear: 16 Having a good conscience; that, whereas they speak evil of you, as
of evildoers, they may be ashamed that falsely accuse your good conversation in Christ. 17 For it
is better, if the will of God be so, that ye suffer for well doing, than for evil doing.

1 Peter 4:12-19
12 Beloved, do not be surprised at the fiery trial when it comes upon you to test you, as though
something strange were happening to you.
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13 But rejoice insofar as you share Christ's sufferings, that you may also rejoice and be glad
when his glory is revealed. 14 If you are insulted for the name of Christ, you are blessed, because
the Spirit of glory and of God rests upon you. 15 But let none of you suffer as a murderer or a
thief or an evildoer or as a meddler. 16 Yet if anyone suffers as a Christian, let him not be
ashamed, but let him glorify God in that name. 17 For it is time for judgment to begin at the
household of God; and if it begins with us, what will be the outcome for those who do not obey
the gospel of God? 18 And “If the righteous is scarcely saved, what will become of the ungodly
and the sinner?” 19 Therefore let those who suffer according to God's will entrust their souls to a
faithful Creator while doing good.

Jude 1:17-25

17 But you must remember, beloved, the predictions of the apostles of our Lord Jesus Christ.

18 They said to you, “In the last time there will be scoffers, following their own ungodly
passions.” 19 It is these who cause divisions, worldly people, devoid of the Spirit. 20 But you,
beloved, building yourselves up in your most holy faith and praying in the Holy Spirit, 21 keep
yourselves in the love of God, waiting for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ that leads to eternal
life. 22 And have mercy on those who doubt; 23 save others by snatching them out of the fire; to
others show mercy with fear, hating even the garment stained by the flesh. 24 Now to him who is
able to keep you from stumbling and to present you blameless before the presence of his glory
with great joy, 25 to the only God, our Savior, through Jesus Christ our Lord, be glory, majesty,
dominion, and authority, before all time and now and forever. Amen.

Revelation 2:10

10 Do not fear what you are about to suffer. Behold, the devil is about to cast some of you into
prison, so that you will be tested, and you will have tribulation for ten days. Be faithful until
death, and I will give you the crown of life.

Revelation 3:10-13

10 Because you have kept my word about patient endurance, | will keep you from the hour of
trial that is coming on the whole world, to try those who dwell on the earth. 11 I am coming
soon. Hold fast what you have, so that no one may seize your crown. 12 The one who conquers, |
will make him a pillar in the temple of my God. Never shall he go out of it, and I will write on
him the name of my God, and the name of the city of my God, the new Jerusalem, which comes
down from my God out of heaven, and my own new name. 13 He who has an ear, let him hear
what the Spirit says to the churches.’
