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Message from the Pastor 
Chris Heuertz is the director of Word Made Flesh, an 
organization that helps the world's poor. In his book Simple 
Christianity, Heuertz describes a night that particularly stands 
out in all his world travels. Chris and his wife Phileena were 
walking with two companions -- Sarah and Josh -- through the 
streets of a destitute region of South Asia when they came 
across a person lying under a filthy, fly-infested blanket. A three-
foot trail of diarrhea was making its way toward the gutter. It was 
obvious to anyone passing by that the person under the sheet 
was either dead or dying. 
 

Josh tapped the man on the shoulder. He moved. When they 
pulled back the blanket, they saw a helpless young man in his 
early twenties. When the man realized that they were there to 
help him, he began to cry uncontrollably. He told them his name: 
Tutella Dhas. As Chris and his companions tended to the man, 
a crowd gathered. But no one offered to help. 
 

Sarah used a water bottle and some newspaper to clean the 
young man. They tried to hail a taxi, but none would stop. Finally, 
some other missionary friends arranged to have the young man 
taken to Mother Teresa's House for the Dying. Chris writes: I 
lifted my head and caught sight of a church and its sign, less than 
five feet where we found the dying Tutella Dhas. The sign read, 
"All are welcome here." It may have been what inspired someone 
to drop Tutella in front of the church. But was he welcome? 
People from the church watched as we helped Tutella, yet the 
gate remained closed. 
 

Huertz words echo the words of Christ..."They also will answer, 
'Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or 
needing clothes or sick or in prison, and did not help you?' He 
will reply, 'I tell you the truth, whatever you did not do for one of 
the least of these, you did not do for me.'" (Matthew 25:44-45)

Hospice Ministry Note:  Donations continued to both WS & HP 

Hospice Home locations.  

Inward Meals: A few meals from WOM were prepared during 

the month.  

 

February Mission Projects & Outreach—Members voted & 
approved the following: 

• $300 to West End Ministries in HP for the sole purpose of 

assisting with expenses for Leslie’s House, which provides 

safe shelter for women facing homelessness & dealing with 

substance abuse. The ladies entering this shelter are 

provided with life-changing support.  

• $267 to purchase copy paper for Union Cross School due to 

the budget shortfall this year.  25,000 sheets of paper were 

bought & delivered to the school to assist with needs for the 

rest of this school year. 

• WOM members were encouraged to shop for warm 

toboggans, hats, gloves, scarves & socks for the 

Appalachian Backpacks, but if enough were not donated, 

additional items would be purchased with $150-$175 of 

allotted WOM funds.  

• Approved purchasing stamps & Valentine cards for 14 of our 

“shut-ins” members & acquaintances at a cost of $19; 

however, Ann volunteered to cover these expenses herself.   

 
February 13th Special Meeting: Union Cross School (whom we 
partner with) asked if we could possibly provide at least 25 
desserts for the cake walk at their Spring Fling on March 27th. 
When polled, the majority voted to participate & indicated they 
would bake a dessert for this event. We are inviting anyone 
outside of WOM membership who wishes to also participate to 
please contact Jane Sutphin immediately for more details.
