DECEMBER WOM ACTIVITIES: 

· Hospice Ministry Note: Ann continues to be grateful for your donations which also enable this to be an active ministry of our church.  

· $496.74 WOM funds were spent for the following purchases for the Eastern Forsyth Baptist Toy Store: 39 children’s gifts, 11 stocking stuffers and 40 batteries for the toys….Overall (WOM and individual donations) UCES contributed 161 children’s gifts, 81 stocking stuffers, 108 pairs of cozy slippers/socks, 82 winter wear--(toboggans, gloves and hats), 83 fleece blankets and 50 stockings. Let me assure you for the size of church we are the above totals shows how much UCBC cares for those less fortunate.  

· With WOM funds, we supported a local family with 100 gallons of fuel oil using $252.41 along with a $100 Food Lion gift card.

· We purchased an electric heater for a Toy Store family who had no heat. That cost was $53.34.

· While volunteering at the Toy Store, another need came to my attention. There was a mother who reluctantly confided in us that she needed a winter coat and shoes. When Beverly and I met the lady at Walmart to shop, we found she had other clothing needs as well like PJ’s, robe, underwear, socks, jeans and sweat pants.  We also purchased a doll for her 6 year old and she chose a children’s bedtime Bible storybook. The total WOM funds spent for this family was $269.85.

I want to share a very sacrificial blessing. There was a young girl from NCLA celebrating her 9th birthday in late November this year. She requested no gifts for herself -- only gifts for needy children and I picked up 3 huge baskets of toys that were being donated to our Toy Store at this child’s request. What more can I say—this child has the gift of love for others at such a young age. May we all embrace this lovely spirit in 2021.

In year-end closing, I feel so very blessed that we as Women on Mission have continued to find opportunities and ways to serve the community and our fellowmen as UNION CROSS REACHES OUT TO SHOW HIS LOVE.
