I love how God uses music to help us deal with stress, to be healthier, happier, and even holier. Knowing this helps us understand it is no accident the largest and longest book in the Bible is a book of songs. They are called psalms that can help us all deal with the stress of living through a pandemic.
The song we will study is a song God gave to a shepherd named David, which I believe could be called “God’s greatest hit.” It is the 23rd Psalm, and it is probably the best-known chapter in the entire Bible. The song comes in at only 118 words in English, but these 118 words, I believe, are much more well-known than the hundreds of thousands of other words in Scripture. 
Reading this psalm over and over does make you feel good. It does lower your stress level as you begin to realize there is a light at the end of the tunnel. The important truths contained in Psalm 23 does bring the sunshine out from behind the clouds.
In looking at Psalm 23, you realize the entire foundation of the song rests on the very first verse, which reads, “The Lord is my Shepherd; I shall not want” (Psalm 23:1 ESV). Everything else David is going to say in this psalm is built upon this first line.
In this verse, David gives us three reasons why, no matter what happens going forward, faith ought to be in and fear ought to be out. Why worship ought to be in and worrying ought to be out. Why prayer ought to be in and panic ought to be out. Let’s look at those three reasons now. 
First, we don’t have to fear because we have a Shepherd who leads us. When you decide to give your life to Jesus Christ, you receive both a Savior and a Shepherd. While you and I are limited by time and space, Jesus is not. You may not know what will happen tomorrow, but you have a Shepherd who does and stands ready to lead you through it. No matter where you are right now or what problems you face, Jesus will get you where you need to be because he is your Shepherd.

Second, we don’t have to panic because we have a Shepherd who looks after us. The Lord has given us over 7,000 promises in His Word. Every one of them is a blank check promising that He will meet the needs that arise in life. I realize you may be sitting there saying, “I had a need in my life and God didn’t meet it.” However, I would encourage you to look deep at the situation and determine if you truly had a need or if it was more of a desire. Psalm 23:1 is clear…God will meet your needs such that you will not want. 
Finally, we don’t have to worry because we have a Shepherd who loves us. Recently, I was reading about how a good shepherd can locate one sheep out of a flock of twenty-five hundred in less that five minutes by the way he holds his head, by the way he bleats, and by the way he walks. A shepherd can look at the ground where a sheep has been laying and tell by the condition of the grass or by the droppings they leave behind or even by the look in their eyes if they are sick. The shepherd has a personal relationship with every sheep, and he knows his sheep better that the sheep know themselves.
The same is true with Jesus. He knows you better than you know yourself. Jesus knows how to forgive your past, He knows how to frame your present, and He knows how to fulfill your future. Having a relationship with Jesus means resting in His love and finding comfort in His presence.

What an incredible encouragement it is to know we have a Shepherd who leads us, looks after us, and loves us so well. My prayer is that these truths found in Psalm 23 speak to your heart today and remind you that you are so loved and cared for by your Heavenly Father. No matter what this world throws at you, you have nothing to fear for He is with you, and He is for you.
