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FEBRUARY WOM ACTIVITIES: 

· Deliveries to both Hospice Homes were made in January and the next Hospice Ministry emphasis Sunday is scheduled for March 8th.   (Just a note to tell you again how much it means to families staying at the Hospice Home—recently a family dear to our hearts expressed how very appreciative they were of the snacks and cookies that were provided at the Hospice Home while they sat and waited the pending death of their loved one.)

· Inward meals were delivered on two occasions during February.

· Twelve Valentine cards were mailed to some of members confined primarily to their homes.

· 2,044 dessert bars were delivered to H.O.P.E. of WS for their weekend meals. On Jan. 25th thirteen of our ladies met at the church to do blitz baking for this organization and we made 1,042 on that day, but a couple of ladies continued to bake in their homes so we were able to deliver another 1,002 and they were gratefully received.    

· Thanks to the Mission Committee for securing David and Kathy Parsons from the NC Missions Center now serving in WS to speak at our Feb. meeting. A total of 5 containers of concentrated lemonade, 138 coloring books, 63 boxes of crayons, and 193 pair of children’s socks all totaling 357 items were donated by WOM and other church members for this ministry. Of this total WOM ladies approved spending $150 of WOM funds for this ministry and we were able to purchase 164 pair of children’s socks, 29 coloring books and 23 pks of crayons with appropriated monies with the expenditure of $156.88.
