Students will learn how to create scenes, environments, and characters through exercises and 

games in both short-form and long-form improv. “People often arrive nervous and unsure about their 

improv abilities, but they almost always leave more confident, and happy with their new or improved 

presentation skills,” says Murphy, an experienced improv player and teacher.
