From Highway 16 (Lloydminster) take Hwy 16 bypass to Battleford Rd, turn left at Humpty’s PetroCan cross Railway Ave past McDonalds, right 
onto Pioneer Road which turns into Carlton Trail when it crosses Territorial drive and straight past Walmart to Field house  
From Highway 16 (Saskatoon) exit right at Territorial Drive for two blocks, turn right onto Carlton Trail and straight past Walmart to Field 
house. 
From Downtown Take Railway Avenue to Territorial Drive, left at Territorial Drive for two blocks, turn right onto Carlton Trail and straight past 
Walmart to Field house  

 

Time:  Tournament begins at 10:00 a.m. 
 
Registration: 8:30 a.m.  
 
Fee:  $40 (one event or more – subsequent family member $30) 
   
Events:  Individual Kata, Kobudo and Kumite  
 
Awards: Custom made medallions will be awarded to the top three       
  finishers in each division. All contestants will receive a certificate of participation. 
 
Kumite: All colored belt matches shall be 2 minutes / 3 full points. 
  Black (red) belt matches shall be 2 minutes / 3 full points or six half-points.  

All kumite events will be Double  Elimination. 
   
Kata:  All kata events will be single elimination and shall be decided by a show of flags.  

Although there is no restriction on which kata may be performed, all competitors must  
contestants are advised to perform a kata, appropriate to their belt level. Beginner level to 7th kyu 
(Orange belt) may repeat the same kata if they choose. 6th kyu (Green belt) and higher must perform 
a different kata as they advance. (This will be OPTIONAL for White, Yellow, Orange belts) 

 
Kobudo:  Colored Belt may perform Kihon Kata however Red & Black Belt must perform traditional kata. 

The same kata may be repeated in all divisions 
 
Kit:  Each competitor is responsible for arriving at the tournament with a complete kit, which includes a 

white, traditional karate-gi (free of any markings other than dojo crest), a belt, white only hand 
protectors, groin protector, tooth guard. Face protectors, glasses and jewellery may not be worn during 
kumite events under any circumstances. Karate-gis must be clean and in good repair. Sleeves and pants 
must be hemmed and cannot be rolled up. 

 
Officials:  Black belts will be asked to assist with officiating, time and score keeping. Officials will wear their gi and 

a Naori jacket. Officials must have their own whistle.  For Kyu divisions a three official model may be 
used and for Black Belt Divisions Five Official team will be used.
