DESCRIPTION WINE CLUB

#1 - An elegant wine with very interesting complexity and structure. The color is
intense and bright red. The aroma conjures up notes of red fruits: both sweet and
sour cherries, over a spicy and balsamic background. During the bottle ageing
the wine acquires an elegance and a tasty persuasiveness with a lingering finish.

Pair this wine with a hearty beef stew, rich pasta sauces or grilled meats.

#2 - This is a gorgeous blend of Pinot Nero fruit that comes from the Felsina

estate and Castello di Farnetella. You get the structure and power of the first with
the finesse and bright crispness of the second. This wine shows a saturated ruby
color and a more robust sense of density. Dark fruit, color and licorice rise to the

top of this evolved red wine. 95 points from Robert Parker and we agree!

#3 - A 5-star vintage which helped in creating one of the best wines in recent
decades from this historic cru of Vigna del Lago! Light garnet with very bright
orange-ruby highlights. It is a Brunello of old; elegant, subtle, and soft with great
volume but unmistakable lightness. The tannins are velvety and on the nose,

you'll find notes of fresh cherries, violets and candied fruit. Simply fantastic.

#4 - Look for new leather, dark berry, fragrant blue flower, rose and baking spice
aromas take shape in the glass. The smooth, delicious palate doles out juicy
raspberry, crushed black cherry, star anise and cinnamon flavors, with polished

tannins and bright acidity. Enjoy alongside semi aged cheeses and roasted game.

#5 - Fontarca comes only from Viognier grapes selected in the oldest vineyard,
planted in 1991. Elegant, assuredly deep, intense, with a great ageing potential. It
has sea rocks, marine fossils, shells, fleur de sel and anise with a hint of rosemary.

Only 4000 bottles are produced each year of this perfect spring wine. Sip away!
