This letter is in conformance with our telephone conversation 

early this morning.

Josa M. Beeney, according to A.F.A. records, was born June t, 1887, 

Route 4, Newark Ohio, as Josa May Murphy. Her father’s name was

William Thomas Murphy. Her mother’s maiden name was Susie May 

Phillips. On the Census report of 1900, Josa May Murphy was listed

as a daughter of Jackson and Mary Downs, and was set forth there on

as Maud Downs, age 13. It has been established that Susie May 

Phillips was first married to William Thomas Murphy, and they had

one daughter, our client Josa M. Beeney. Our client’s mother 

later married Ezra Jackson Downs, in 1891. This accounts for our 

client having been known as Maud Downs.

Our client was married, in 1901, to an Amos Van Sickle. He died 

in 1910. To this union was born one son, who died in 1910.

The next marriage of record was to Earl E. Burris, on June 5, 1914. 

This ended in a divorce. No children. No record was found of an 

alleged marriage to a James Wertz in 1920, followed by divorce in 1922. 

Then came her marriage to Maxion Dion, on Dec. 26. 1929. No record of any 

children to this union. 

The last marriage of record was to George B. Beeney Dec. 12, 1937.

Josa M. Beeney has two half-sisters:

Mrs. Ethel Jones, 401 Chester St. Newark Ohio,

Mrs. Esther Neff, R.D.#1, Hanover, Ohio – (R.O. 33336 is written in pencil to the side)

She does not possess any property or resources of any kind. She 

does have a grave space available in Wilson Cemetery, on the lot 

where her mother and her son are buried. The ownership of the

lot is believed to be in the name of Mrs. Amos Van Sickle. Her

stepfather, Jackson Downs, who was supposed to have been buried 

on the same lot, was not buried on this lot, presumably for the 

reason that for him to have been buried there would have left 

no space for Josa herself.

From all accounts, it is alleged that Josa has been indulging 

Too freely of alcoholic beverages since she received her last

A.F.A. check, and had worn out her welcome at various places

where she had lived in the past. Her sisters have refused to

take her in, for the reason that they cannot put up with drinking.

A record of her arrests on the Newark Ohio Police Department blotter

 for intoxications definite evidence of her addiction to alcoholic 

beverages. The record extends from Jan. 21 1942 through Sept. 6, 

1958.
