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INTERVIEW REQUESTS FROM THE FULTON COUNTY DISTRICT ATTORNEY'S ANTI CORRUPTION
UNIT: From The Jones Law Firm, LLP
Fulton County and Municipal Law Enforcement Officers ("LEOs"), both present and past, are receiving interview re-
quests in regard to criminal investigations from the Fulton County District Attorney's Office’s Anti Corruption Unit
("ACU"). This article will discuss how LEOs should deal with an ACU interview request. While concentrating on what
is transpiring in Fulton County, the information in this article would be applicable to LEOs in other counties who are
contacted by criminal investigators.

The ACU is a section of the Fulton County District Attorney’s Office that District Attorney Fani T. Willis formed
when she took office. The ACU is tasked with reviewing open cases from the former administration - as well as any
new cases - in regard to LEOs' use of force, inmate deaths at the Fulton County Jail, and corruption based matters.
Some of these open files date to incidents that took place in 2016. The ACU reviews these files, contacts witnesses,
gathers additional information, and submits its findings to D.A. Willis who decides how to proceed. If D.A. Willis be-
lieves that a criminal prosecution is warranted she will instruct her staff to present a proposed indictment to the Grand
Jury.

As the ACU conducts criminal investigations any interview with them would not be protected under Garrity.
Accordingly, any information provided can be used against the LEO in a criminal prosecution. The Jones Law Firm
urges any LEO contacted by the ACU to take prompt action and contact an attorney as soon as possible for advice on
how to proceed. If the LEO is a member of the FOP Legal Defense Plan ("Plan”) he or she can submit an online claim

form to request coverage. The link to this form is: https://www.foplegal.com/claim form.html| The Plan web site also

has a list of Plan approved attorneys, but the LEO is not limited to using a Plan attorney.

In addition to obtaining an attorney the LEO must gather all relevant reports and agency SOPs in
regard to the incident. LEOs must find out if their agency requires them to respond to/acknowledge the ACU investi-
gator’s communication and/or to notify someone in their agency of the inquiry. For example, The Fulton County Sher-
iff's Office makes such a requirement, but also states that the LEO is not compelled to speak with the ACU and that

they can have their attorney contact the ACU.

While The Jones Law Firm does not concede that an agency can require a LEO to respond to an ACU communi-
cation, a LEO must look to their agency’s rules and follow them so as to avoid a potential disciplinary action for
failure to comply with policy and/or for insubordination. However, that being said, no agency should require the
LEO to submit to an interview. These are criminal investigations and LEOs, like any other persons, have consti-
tutional rights against possible self incrimination.

Given the above, the need for legal representation is obvious.

Should the LEO speak with ACU personnel and participate in an interview? This is a difficult question and
The Jones Law Firm starts with the premise that the LEO should not. When representing LEOs in these situa-
tions we contact the ACU, inform them that we represent the LEO, and state that all further communication in
regard to the investigation should be directed to us and not to our client. We inquire if our client is the subject/
target of the investigation or is a witness, and then ask what information they seek from our client.

Obviously, we much prefer to learn that our client is a witness rather than a subject/target. But, unfortu-
nately, this status can change - and the ACU makes that fact clear. In cases in which the ACU has informed us
that our client is a witness they added the caveat that the status can change and a witness, based on infor-
mation gathered, can become a subject/target. That means if a LEO does decide to participate in an interview,
he or she could enter the interview as a witness and leave as a subject/target of the investigation.

Complicating matters is that the ACU has been reluctant to advise us of the proposed interview questions.
Also, thus far, they have refused to provide any sort of protection/immunity for the information given by the LEO
under some sort of proffer letter which sets out how the information provided can or cannot be used against the
LEO in a future proceeding.

Given the current state of affairs our advice to LEOs contacted by the ACU is 1, do not ignore the matter;
2, obtain an attorney; 3, ascertain their agency’s requirements as to their duty to respond to the inquiry and to
inform their command staff or other person; 4, gather all available SOPs, reports, etc.; and 5, do not discuss the
case with anyone except their legal team. Once the attorney has reviewed the matter and the necessary infor-
mation has been gathered, then a decision can be made as whether to participate in an interview. We also urge
LEOs who work in other Counties to follow this advice. ©2021
