Ovarian Cancer is the #1 deadly cancer of the reproductive center. This terrible 

disease is currently the 5th leading cause of cancer related deaths in women. 

Roughly 22,000 women in the United States will be diagnosed with ovarian 

cancer this year. The risk of developing Ovarian Cancer each year is 1 in 78.     

Unfortunately, 80% of cases are diagnosed at late stage 3 and 4. There is cur-

rently not a diagnostic test to detect Ovarian Cancer in its early stages. Our goal 

is to educate as many women as possible in our community of the signs and 

symptoms of ovarian cancer and to be an advocate for your own health.

  “September is National Preparedness Month”  
 

September is also the beginning of hurricane season.  Are you pre-
pared for a disaster? Do you know who to contact? Do you know what you 
should have in a disaster bag? The Red Cross has a wealth of information 
that can be at your fingertips by using the Red Cross app which delivers 
important information and updates on weather-related disasters in your 
area.  Also the Red Cross website has a wealth of information related to 
disaster preparedness and relief.  Go to www.redcross.org for more infor-

mation.  Below is some of the basic items that you should have in your disaster preparedness 
bag.  
1. Water – 1 gallon per person 3-day supply for evacuation, 2-week supply for home 
2. Food – non-perishable easy to prepare 3-day supply 
3. Can opener 
4. Medical items & medication 1 month supply 
5. Sanitation & personal hygiene item 
6. First Aid kit 
7. Masks, soap, hand sanitizer, disinfecting wipes 
8. Flashlight or battery-operated lanterns 
9. Battery or hand cranked radio (NOAA Weather radio if possible) 
10. Extra Batteries 
11. Multi-purpose tool 
12. Maps of the area 
13. Cellphone with chargers 
14. Extra cash 
15. Family & emergency contact information 
16. Copies of Critical documents 
17. Blanket 
18. Change of clothes: hats, gloves, boots, coats for the cold weather / sunhats, sunglasses, 

sunscreen, bug spray for the warm weather
