Founded in 1910 as Brodsworth Main FG by the Brodsworth Main Colliery
Sports and Pastimes Club, the club has a proud and resilient history.
Known for many years as Brodsworth Miners Welfare and later Brodsworth
Welfare AFG, the club has competed across regional leagues including the
Yorkshire League, Northern Gounties East League and Doncaster Senior
League, enjoying promotions, titles and memorable campaigns along the
way.

After periods of withdrawal and rebirth, the club was successfully revived
in 2022, rebuilding from grassroots level and establishing a clear player
pathway through a junior merger in 2023. The 2024/25 season marked the
return of a ladies team, and promotion followed in 2025/26.

In a fitting nod to its heritage, @ merger with Hatfield Town FC has seen
the club return to its original name, Brodsworth Main FC, uniting familiar
faces and shared history — and taking another step towards the ambition
of competing once again at NCEL Premier Division level.

Barnsley won the 2022-23 North East Reaional Division One South, and were
promoted to the North East Regional Premier Division. In May 2023, Barnsley
further integrated the club, including a name change to Barnsley Football Club
Women. The club achieved successive promotions after winning the 2023-24
North East Regional Premier Division and was promoted to the FA National
League.

On 4th June 2025, it was announced that the team would be withdrawing from
the FA Women's National League ahead of the 25/26 season, as the pitch
facilities did not meet FA criteria for the fourth tier of the Women’s game, and it
was not financially or logistically possible to move to another venue.

This oroanisation also runs numerous junior teams (from U8 to U18) that compete
invarious divisions of the Sheffield & Hallamshire Women & Girls League
(SHWGL). Our opponents today, are an age-group or development side within this
structure.
