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A Simple Argument: The locations of the Mack
Triangle and the Crescent Brook Cascade relative to
FESW confirm the original Kent boundary to be FE,
and E is 438' from Stake C at two cedars trees on
the beach [see Horizons Survey].

W is identified in the 1951 Mack deed [Book 19, Page 75] as
"a point opposite the northernmost corner of the lot on the
south side of the right-of-way now owned by Clodius H. Willis."
Note: in 1952 Swift sold Willis a small triangle of land that was
misplaced above SW and caused this land dispute.

The physical presence of
Stake F is implied in the
1970 Swift deed [Book 22,
Page 291].
