
Emerson Swift Reduced Mack Border by 10 Feet

Emerson Swift sold the Mack family 3 parcels of property between 1950 and 1956. The deeds recorded 564 feet of frontage on Old Cottage Lane.
In two stages, he produced maps later claiming 468 feet. The 4th parcel sold in 1967 [Book 21, Page 434] records 60 feet on one edge [see below].
His 1967 map records 50 feet; the 50 looks as though it overwrites 60.  The finding here represents the 7th instance in which Swift altered boundary
lengths -- all to Swift advantage.  Also, a farmer with land abutting other Swift land is currently challenging Swift encroachment on his property.
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
