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BE WATER WISE THIS WINTER

As winter approaches, conserv-
ing water may be the last thing

that comes to mind. After dll, the
summer is the season to be con-
cerned about using too much water,
right? While that is true, conserva-
tion should be a year-round priority.

Adjust Sprinkler System

As temperatures drop, grass and
plants require less water. Operating
irrigation systems manually prevents
plant damage from too much water.
Turn off or reprogram automatic ir-
rigation controllers to avoid over-
watering.

Wrap Exposed Pipes

Thoroughly wrap exposed pipes to
protect them during freezing
weather. Make sure that all outdoor
spigots are winterized to prevent
pipes from freezing and bursting.
Insulating pipes in the attic, kitchen
and cabinets aso minimizes the
need to run the tap a while before
water gets hot. For those with an ir-
rigation system, the backflow pre-
vention device will aso need to be
wrapped.

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SLED EXPANDED AMBULANCE SERVICE

he Sugar Land Fire Department
began providing ambulance trans-
port service beginning January 1.

The addition of five state-of-the-art
ambulances, increased paramedic certi-
fications and expanded dispatch opera-
tions is expected to decrease response
times, improve patient care reporting to
hospitals and provide greater flexibility
in service delivery.

Fort Bend EM S has provided ambu-
lance service since the late 1970s. The
county based only two ambulancesin
Sugar Land; both were available for re-
sponse outside of Sugar Land when
needed.

Sugar Land will assign ambulances to
Fire Station 1, 555 Matlage Way; Fire
Station 2, 1040 Industrial; and Fire Sta-
tion 4, 2100 Austin Parkway. A fourth
ambulance will be available to respond
throughout the City during peak de-
mand hours, and the fifth will serve as
areserve, replacing units that are taken
out of service for maintenance.

Rapid growth in Sugar Land necessi-
tated achange in EMS delivery. City
leaders, including Sugar Land’s medi-
cal director, identified a need to:

e improve response times for ad-

vanced life support calls;

e create a patient care reporting sys
tem than can be used by paramedics
in the field to ensure local hospitas
have access to information prior to
the arrival of patients;

¢ build on a network of assets that pro-
vide flexibility, speed and efficiency
in public safety response; and

¢ build an emergency medical dis-
patch capacity that will send appro-
priate personnel and equipment to
public safety calls.

“This new service could literally mean
the difference between life and dezth,
as seconds often make a significant dif-
ference in public safety response,” said
Assistant Fire Chief Mario Partida,
who led SLFD’ s project to launch an
ambulance transport system. “ After
identifying fire-based EMS as a prior-
ity, City Council budgeted start-up
costsin 2012 that allowed usto be
fully operationa on Jan. 1.”

Since 2013, SLFD hired an EM S bat-
talion chief and 13 paramedic/
firefighters, trained 10 existing fire-
fighters as paramedics, expanded dis-
patch operations, purchased equipment
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and established patient-care protocols
with area hospitals.

Sugar Land’ s ambulances are equipped
with specia safety and performance
features. A five-point harness system
that functions as a specialized seatbelt
secures the paramedics whilein transit.
The harness provides the flexibility of
alowing the paramedic to face differ-
ent directions and be in different posi-
tions while treating the patient. Addi-
tional equipment includes an enhanced
safety attendant seat, liquid spring sus-
pension, reflective chevron striping, a
traffic pre-emption system, a hydraulic
lift for the primary oxygen bottle, a car-
diac monitor-securing device, a station
exhaust system adapter and LED light-
ing. The ambulances are a so equipped
with video laryngoscopes, four of
which were donated by Nalco Cham-
pion.

“Our fireeEM S motto is* One Mission,
One Team’ because this project has
been a collaboration among many City
departments,” said Partida. “ The motto
exemplifies the unified effort behind
this strategic project and this signifi-
cant step toward increased life support
delivery standardsfor Sugar Land resi-
dents.”
