WE HAVE SOME EXCITING NEWS ABOUT THE POOL TO SHARE WITH YOU!

Another Winter/Spring in Sugar Land. The weather, as always during this time of year, can’t make
up its mind. It has been in the 70’s and the 30’s. Seems like the only thing growing in my yard
are the weeds.

I hope your Christmas was blessed and wonderful and you are keeping your 2019 new year’s
resolutions.

Football is over and about 200 days till opening day of the NFL for you die hard Texan fans.
Spring training for the Astros starts very soon. | hope we can have another world series contender
this year.

The Board has been working hard already this year negotiating the pool contract. We have worked
with Aquatico to achieve some cost savings and high customer service expectations.

We have been reviewing the budget and working on savings where we can. It’s your money and
ours as homeowners. We strive to do the best we can as your elected representatives.

Last year we had two pool parties. This year we are trying to have three. The last one we had
turned out fantastic which was due to the tremendous support by the volunteer homeowners and
the HOA Board members.

This is your community. We want and need your involvement so bring us your ideas, give us a
few hours of your time this summer and we can grow as neighbors and friends together.

There are a few changes regarding the pool. This summer we want to reduce the pool tag cost for
the residents. We believe that the more the pool is used, the more the residents will meet each
other and build acquaintances.

The cost last year was $10 a resident and a $5 admin charge for the transaction. This year we will
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be lowering the cost to $5 for each resident pool ID card and
maintain the $5 admin charge, a family of four cost savings of $20.

Each resident that wants to utilize the pool will need a pool ID card.
Last year we used tags. This year we will be having pool ID cards
with residents’ pictures and year stickers, which will assist the life
guards in checking you properly into the pool and adhering to a
strict policy of residents and their guests only.

We will also be expanding the pool hours a few days a week during
the height of the season to assist in mothers with young children,
allowing them to share in the pool before the heat of the day. We
had heard from a number of mothers on this, so we are going to
give it a try.

The Board is also researching some other improvements to the
pool. stay tuned. I am looking forward to hearing results to this
quest.

A few reminders — Improvements to the front of your home and
yard.

On the Covington Woods website, you can find the ACC form —
Architectural Control Committee, This needs to be submitted in
advance of improvements to your home. This is a requirement of
the deed restrictions that you agreed upon when you moved into
this neighborhood. The ACC Committee is very responsive and
agrees to most requests. Submitting and getting approval is a better
alternative than doing an unapproved improvement with the
possibilities of removing your changes.

Let’s make it a great 2019. Love your family and treat your
neighbors with respect.

Weed and feed your yard, plant some flowers and trees to beautify
your home and neighborhood.

Pick up the clutter and trash from the front of your home and street.
The Board wants the best for the community and neighborhood.
