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1. How do you calculate your fees? 
I work on a fixed fee basis for all jobs. 
My minimum fee for any job is:  
£120 for individuals
£150 for companies.

2. Are there any additional charges to pay? 
I am not registered for VAT so I do not have to add this to my fees. 
There may be additional costs payable to other organisations or institutions such as: 
The Foreign Office or Consulates/Embassies where Legalisation is required.
Consular Agencies dealing with Legalisation work on your behalf.
3rd party services providers where verification of documents is required.
Royal Mail or commercial courier companies
3. What do you need to know in order to give me an exact quote? 
You will need to email me any documents that need to be witnessed or certified, so I know what we are dealing with.  If they are in hard copy only, then a scan or a photo is fine. 
You will need to tell me:
a.  which country you are sending the documents to
b. whether you have been asked just to have them notarised or whether anything else such as “legalisation” has been requested 
c. whether anything needs to be attached to them (such as a copy of your passport)

4. Can you issue an Apostille Certificate? 
In the UK, the Apostille Certificate is issued by the Foreign Office rather than by a notary. 
I am happy to make the application to the Foreign Office on your behalf but only as part of the notarisation process. 
Some documents can be sent to the Foreign Office for the Apostille Certificate without having to use a notary. You can find out more about making an application here - www.gov.uk/get-document-legalised 

5. Are there any documents that you won’t deal with? 
At the moment I am not accepting any work for Russia or Belarus.
