The lights in the sky, according to the Bible, were placed there for
4 specific reasons:

For signs, for seasons, for days and for years
These 4 purposes were delineated on the 4™ day of the creative
cycle. Seasons and days are determined by the earth’s relationship
with the sun; the Biblical day begins in the evening because was
initially in darkness, thus the cycle is from evening to evening. The
earth’s movement around the sun and its angle of declination create
4 seasons:

spring, summer, autumn and winter

A calendar is a system of organizing days. This is usually done by
giving names to set periods of time, typically days, weeks, months
and years in English, with a day being the period from dark to light
to dark again— or vise-versa--, a week being a set number of days
within a work cycle, a month being the number of days in the lunar
cycle, and a year the number of days in the cycle of the earth’s
orbit around the sun from a set point until it returns to that same

point.
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Cultural concepts -

As mentioned, the Biblical day is from evening to evening, which
is how the Israelites observed it, while the Biblical week is 7 days
consisting of 6 days wherein all productive/creative activity is
done, and one day, a Sabbath, set-aside for the cessation of such

activities; the Hebrew N2W literally means to cease.

The concept of a month does not appear in the Genesis narrative,
however the moon does, and its cycle is acknowledged in all
ancient cultures. It influences the tides and growth cycles on earth,
and its light at night helped with traveling at night. The Israelite
observed the new-moon and the English month in the Bible is from
the Hebrew W77, which literally means the cycle of the moon,

from one new moon to the next.

A year was measured in different ways by ancient cultures; some
kept a solar calendar and others a lunar one. A solar year is
approximately 365.25 days in duration, while a lunar year is about
354, based on 12 months, which necessitates adding a month to the

lunar calendar to keep it in line with the seasons.

The "International 13-Month Calendar," also known as the
Cotsworth plan, is a proposed calendar reform that divides the
year into 13 equal months of 28 days each, for a total of 364 days.
An extra "Year Day" is added to the end of the year, outside of
any week or month. A similar system was famously implemented
by George Eastman at Eastman Kodak from 1928 to 1989 because
it simplified accounting and scheduling by making every month
and every week consistently the same length. Some organized
opposition to the proposed reform came from rabbi Joseph Hertz,
who objected to the way that the Jewish Sabbath would move
throughout the week.

While the most recognized calendar in use today, the Gregorian calendar,

consist of 12 months of between 28-31 days, we have chosen to use a
calendar of 13 set-periods of 28 days each, and also shifted the New Year
to the spring, as opposed to the middle of winter!

“At the very beginning of the Bible, time is already counted: Let luminaries come to be
in the expanse od the heavens to make a division between the day and the night; and
they must serve as signs and for seasons, and for days and years(Genesis 1:14). Since
the sun and moon are mentioned, the year should be solar (365.24 days) and the months
lunar (29.53 days). Only the beginning of the day is indicated: it began when the

previous one ended (Genesis 1:5) like Babylonian computation.

The beginning of the year is not indicated, but it should be synchronized with
agricultural activity, which ended after the crop, before the winter colds (Genesis 8:22).
Old Mesopotamian calendars all started at autumn equinox; the first month, the one of
the renewal, was called Tishri, which means “beginning”. The Biblical text says that
from Exodus onward (approximately 1500 BCE) years had to no longer begin in Tishri
but in Nisan (Exodus 12), at the spring equinox. Josephus (Jewish Antiquities I81)
confirms that the Jews used to count from Nisan for religious or solemn (royal)

activities but continued to count from Tishri for commercial activities.”

The God of Israel set the Israelites into a new time cycle by having
them leave Egypt in the spring, the season of renewal! The words
in Hebrew for both “month/lunar cycle”, and “new-moon” have the
same root, &/ TN, which means “new”, so the first month/new lunar
cycle/new moon of spring was to be observed by the Israclites,
which could be the beginning of their year or the first new-moon of
their year! Our calendar is solar-based, not lunar, following the

This year, the vernal equinox and the first new moon of the solar year fall
on the same day!
