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I received an email from a young fl ier from the 
Cleveland area asking if I would sponsor him for 
Camp AMA. Aft er a phone interview, I agreed to 
sponsor him. His name is Quinn Perkins and here 
is what Quinn shared about his experience. 

“Hello. I’m Quinn Perkins, and this was my 
second year at Camp AMA. This summer, I was 
sponsored by Mark Radcliff  and AMA District 
III. I improved my fl ying of the intermediate 
National Society of Radio Controlled Aerobatics 
Pattern and my 3D fl ying skills. 

“I enjoyed learning about diff erent fl ying 
styles including Control Line (CL). Santiago Perez 
helped me trim out and mix my current Pattern 
model and helped with my stall turns.

“One of my favorite things was buddy-boxing 
on the Camp’s 104-inch Extreme Flight Extra V1. 
It helped me to improve my inverted and upright 
fl at spins and hovering. I also enjoyed rebuilding 
an E-fl ite F-16 that had crasheds. I also received 
an award for being the best communicator. 

“Overall, I found camp to be an amazing expe-
rience, fl ying great airplanes and meeting won-
derful people. I recommend this to all youth 
pilots, no matter how experienced they are.”
