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The tree… 

Once again, the Tree of Lights shines brightly at the thrift store. For every donation we receive through the holiday 
season we will add an ornament to the tree. We have holiday and birthday wishes and those in honor of someone 
special. But mostly it is memories…moms, dads, siblings, spouses, friends and coworkers. Many of the names are very 
familiar, you send a special greeting each year and we carefully place it on the tree – your quiet Christmas message.   

 

Finding gratitude and appreciation during the holidays … 

We are a small program in a small community. The compromises and changes we have had to make during the past 9 
months seem large to us but when compared to what others have endured, they are small.  After an initial period of 
slowing down, closing the thrift store, postponing memory screens and turning the guest house into emergency 
lodging for medical staff, we are inching back toward normal.   

We are still masking, distancing and limiting the number of shoppers at the store. Our days are about half of what 
they were a year ago. But we are grateful to have our staff, volunteers, donors and customers continuing to support 
the mission and providing funds for our programs. 

In March we lost our 5-member inmate team at the store. The inmates were a huge help in our day-to-day 
operations. On the upside we have hired new staff, each new addition makes us look at our daily operation in a 
different light and we always end up making changes for the better. Each new staff person also gives us the 
opportunity to talk about how important the thrift store is to the Pennies for Robert program and donations to 
Avera@Home Hospice. They see the many ways we give back to the community through donations of clothing and 
household goods. Hopefully it makes them feel like an important part of something that is so much bigger than any 
of us.  

And then there are the volunteers – for their safety we had to ask them to not come to the thrift store – they left 
reluctantly and each week as we checked in with them, they asked when they could return. Over time we 
implemented as many safety features as we could think of and slowly, they came back.  In October/November there 
were over 2,425 volunteer hours – every day they are cashiering, bagging, stocking and pricing – all masked and all 
doing the social distancing dance. We have no words to express our appreciation.  

Our office staff hasn’t missed a day, they have shifted with each needed change and spend hours scheduling 
shoppers for the store. We have had staff/volunteers quarantined, very few have been ill and (knock on wood) the 
symptoms have been mild. It is still scary and we anticipate things will be different for months to come but we are 
moving forward, every day grateful for your support.  

In September it was the 40th anniversary for Countryside – a party was out of the question and a virtual party just 
didn’t seem to do it justice so we decided to wait until September of 2021. Something positive to look forward to - 
think cake and ice cream, balloons and music – we will celebrate 41 years of Countryside, 26 years for the thrift store 
and the 2nd anniversary of St Benedict’s – we hope it will be without masks and everyone will be telling stories of 
family visits and vacations. The things in the past that we have taken for granted will be joyous – more gratitude and 
appreciation – more resilience.  This is what will keep us going.
