Discussion ensued on the following issues:

Developing a path to Rowland from Hunter’s Ridge.
The passenger tourist railroad has been operating through Rowland again.
We need to develop a gold standard for pizza.    How do we do this?
More discussion of water issues.
Where is the best place to sell pizza?
Minutes from the meeting of April 28 were approved.  Caryn moved, Charlie seconded.
Caryn presented what she learned about chicken and egg laws.  We can buy eggs as long as they are less than 100 miles away.   We can’t buy dead chickens, but we can buy live chickens and then pay to process them.
Communication and Wifi access was discussed.  We should use Lackawaxen Telephone Company since they are local and we will need to deal with them in the future.  We should provide wifi access with security.  We need to keep the store records on separate accounts from public records.  We should also develop on online payment system for membership.
Attendees spoke of the need for developing a gust book or story book, developing a map of the area, installing a woodstove, and becoming the hub of the social life of the area.
The rest of the meeting was devoted to editing the brochure.
