Remember, that even if your chapter does not decide to come as a
chapter, you, as an individual, are encouraged to attend the Rally. Members of Good Sam, or
those not belonging to a chapter, known as “Members-at-Large”, or MAL's, also are invited to
attend. As a reminder, the dates for the 2020 Rally are April 30th, through May 2nd, 2020, at
Casa de Fruta. This year’s theme is: “A Salute to America the Beautiful”. More information will
be forthcoming either by email to chapter Presidents/Secretaries to disseminate to all chapter
members, or it will also be found on the NorCal website: norcalgoodsam.org.
