My Dad and I had a wonderful relationship and being the single son, I
spent a lot of time with Dad. In many ways, Dad became my best friend as Dad got older and |
matured.

It is not surprising
that all five (5) of us have graduate degrees. Dad believed in us and instilled in us the confi-
dence that we could do whatever we set our minds on. He was so proud when a child or grand-
child reached a goal. I remember my Mom saying how she admired that Dad never said a bad
word about anyone. That is true, as Dad would always find the best in a person, especially if
they were down on their luck. Mom and Dad taught us our faith by word and example. Our
Catholic faith was in the air we breathed at home.

Dad, Happy Father’s Day. Thank you for all you did for me and the family. I miss you and
Mom every day. Pray for me from heaven and help me to be a Priest that will make you and
Mom proud.
