The Cost of Discipleship

In this Sunday’s Gospel, (Luke 14:25-33) Jesus gives one of His most
challenging teachings: to follow Him, we must be willing to place Him above everything else,
even family ties, personal ambitions, and material possessions. He is not asking us to neglect
our loved ones or live in misery, but rather to love Him first and let that love guide all our
other relationships and decisions. Discipleship means Christ takes priority over all.

Jesus uses the example of building a tower or preparing for battle. Both require careful
thought and commitment. Likewise, following Him is not a casual decision; it asks for trust
and sacrifice. We cannot cling tightly to our own plans or possessions and still walk freely
after the Lord. To renounce is not simply to give things away, but to hold them with open
hands, letting God be the source and goal of all we have.

What does this mean for us today? Each of us is invited to ask: What holds me back
from a deeper love of Christ? Is there a possession, a fear, a habit or an attachment that takes
first place in my heart? True freedom comes when Jesus is our greatest treasure. When we
entrust everything to Him, we discover that what He offers far surpasses anything we could
ever hold on to ourselves.

Lord Jesus, help me to love You above all things. Teach me to hold the gifts of this life with
open hands, so that nothing keeps me from following You with my whole heart. Amen.

En el Evangelio de este domingo (Lucas 14:25-33), Jesus nos da una
de sus ensefianzas mds desafiantes: para seguirlo, debemos estar dis-
puestos a ponerlo por encima de todo, incluso de los lazos famili-
ares, las ambiciones personales y las posesiones materiales.
