November is Black Catholic History Month

Did you know that November is Black Catholic History Month?
According to the National Black Catholic Congress, which is based
in Baltimore, the decision to designate November for Black
Catholics was based on the fact that a number of important dates to
Catholics of African descent fell within this month.

November Ist is All Saints Day and is an opportunity to review the lives of Saints of
African descent in the first 300 years of the Church. November 2nd , All Souls Day, is a time
to remember all those Africans lost to cruel treatment in the Middle Passage crossing of the
Atlantic Ocean. November 3rd is the Feast of St. Martin de Porres, canonized by Pope John
XXIII in 1962, the first black American saint. November 13th is the birthday of St. Augustine,
the great Doctor of the Church born in North Africa.

According to the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, there are over 3 million
African American Catholics in the United States. In the Camden Diocese, Catholics of African
descent worship are in all of our parishes. However, the history of Black Catholics in our
diocese, not unlike American history, was marked by racism and prejudice. Our very own St.
Bartholomew Church was established by Camden Bishop Bartholomew Eustace as a place for
Black Catholics to worship because they were often not welcome in other churches.

The Diocese will celebrate Black Catholic History Month with a special concert on
Saturday November 15th at Christ Our Light Church at 7:00 PM with a special
concert featuring award winning composer and author, M. Roger Holland II. Dr. Holland will
also lead the music at Mass at Christ Our Light on Sunday, November 16th at 10:30 AM.

Members of our St. Bart’s Choir will accompany Dr. Holland at the Concert and Mass.
We give thanks and praise to God for the many Catholics of African descent who have
enriched our parish locally and beyond. “To God Give the Glory!”

Segun el Congreso Nacional de Catolicos Afroamericanos, con
sede en Baltimore, la decision de dedicar Noviembre a los Catolicos
Afroamericanos se basé en que varias fechas importantes para los
Catolicos de Ascendencia Africana caen en este mes.

El dia 1 de Noviembre es el Dia de Todos los Santos, una oportunidad para recordar la
vida de los santos de ascendencia Africana de los primeros 300 afios de la Iglesia.
