Avoid the EZ Pass Lane in your Faith Life

In the Gospels, people often ask Jesus questions. For example: “What
is the greatest commandment?” or, “Who is my neighbor?” or, “how do we pray?” With the
question, Jesus teaches an important lesson.

We have this in the Gospel today. This is the question: “Will only a few be saved?”
And again, Jesus teaches an important lesson. Jesus says: “Enter through the narrow gate.”
The narrow gate was an image the people of Jerusalem understood, because around the city
was a great wall for protection. And the wall had gates. Some were large, some were small,
and some were narrow. Jesus tells us to “enter through the narrow gate.”

If Jesus was speaking to us today, he might use an image we are familiar with and
say: “Do not take the EZ PASS lane.” Simply being baptized and saying we are Catholic does
not mean an automatic admission through the gates of heaven. If I can continue the EZ Pass
metaphor, every day we “pay the toll” as we practice and joyfully live our faith. We all know
the way: Daily prayer, weekly Mass attendance, the Sacrament of Reconciliation, Spiritual
Reading, and practicing the Spiritual and Corporal Works of Mercy are all ways we daily live
the faith. We are also called to live mercy as we forgive others who hurt us and we share the
joy of the Gospel as we invite others to encounter the love of Christ.

What is your goal in life? Money? Fame? Honors? No, the goal of a Christian is eternal
life with Almighty God who is Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, and with the Blessed Mother and
all the Angels and Saints. This weekend, Jesus calls us to enter heaven through the narrow
gate of prayer and humble service to others. Avoid the EZ Pass Lane in your faith life. Pay the
toll of daily devotion and practice the works of mercy.
