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Lent, A Season of Fasting

Last week, I focused my article on the Lenten discipline of prayer. As
we enter the 2nd Week of Lent I will focus on the discipline of Fasting. I
must confess that the discipline of fasting is where I need the most work. I
like an occasional beer with some chips or pretzels and every year I seem to
fall short of my Lenten fasting resolution. Don’t get me wrong, I recognize
the importance of fasting. Sacred Scripture is full of references to the discipline in both the Old and
New Testaments. Jesus Himself fasted and in the Gospel of Matthew our Lord teaches the disciples
how to fast. (“Do not look gloomy like the hypocrites but look clean and refreshed.” (Matt.6:16-18.)

Feeling guilty, I spoke to a priest friend about my fasting shortcomings. He wisely advised me
to change the way I look at fasting. I was reminded that fasting is not spiritual dieting! Fasting is a
positive act, he counseled, that is meant to deepen my relationship with God. If 40 days seems too
long to give something up, maybe you can fast from something for 1 week, or even 1 day? If you do,
make it intentional and offer that small sacrifice in praise and thanksgiving to God. For example, I
will not have a glass or wine this week. Or, I will refrain from a sweet treat or a snack between meals
for a day. Or, I will not put cream or sugar in my coffee. Again, offer those small sacrifices up in
prayer for a special intention.

A question we can all ask ourselves this week is this: “what is keeping me from deepening my
relationship with God?”” Here is another thought for you: Is there too much noise in your life? Does
the noise prevent you from prayer and from listening to the Lord? Noise and instant communication
hit us from all directions. So, do you think you can fast from television, radio, the internet, Facebook,
Snapchat, or Instagram this week? If not the whole week, then maybe one day, or even a few hours?
Can you encourage your children to put down their phones and turn off the computer and television?
With the extra time from the silence of the noise you can pray a rosary, read scripture, or purchase a
good spiritual book. What is the purpose of your noise fast?

To deepen your relationship with God and to listen to the Lord. Where is Jesus calling you?
How can you better serve Him? How can you share His love? How can you be a better person? I pray
that whatever type of fast you chose; the discipline will lead you closer to Jesus.

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Cuaresma, Un Tiempo de Ayuno

La semana pasada, centré mi articulo en la disciplina cuaresmal de la
oracion. Al comenzar la segunda semana de Cuaresma, me centraré en la dis-
ciplina del ayuno. Debo confesar que la disciplina del ayuno es donde mas
necesito trabajar. Me gusta tomar una cerveza de vez en cuando con unas pata-
tas fritas o unos pretzels, y cada afio parece que no cumplo con mi propdsito
de ayuno cuaresmal. No me malinterpreten, reconozco la importancia del
ayuno. La Sagrada Escritura esta llena de referencias a la disciplina, tanto en el Antiguo como en el Nuevo
Testamento. Jesus mismo ayuno, y en el Evangelio de Mateo, nuestro Sefior ensefia a sus discipulos como
ayunar. (“No luzcan sombrios como los hipdcritas, sino limpios y frescos.”) (Mateo 6:16-18).

Sintiéndome culpable, hablé con un amigo sacerdote sobre mis deficiencias con el ayuno. El sabi-
amente me aconsejo que cambiara mi perspectiva sobre el ayuno. Recordé que el ayuno no es una dieta espir-
itual. Ayunar es un acto positivo, me aconsejd, cuyo objetivo es profundizar mi relaciéon con Dios. Si 40 dias
te parecen demasiado para renunciar a algo, ;/quizas podrias ayunar de algo durante una semana, o incluso un
dia? Si lo haces, hazlo intencionalmente y ofrece ese pequeiio sacrificio en alabanza y agradecimiento a Dios.
Por ejemplo, no tomaré una copa de vino esta semana. O me abstendré de un dulce o un refrigerio entre
comidas durante un dia. O no le pondré crema ni azlicar al café. De nuevo, ofrece esos pequeios sacrificios
en oracion por una intencion especial.

Una pregunta que todos podemos hacernos esta semana es esta: “;Qué me impide profundizar mi rela
cion con Dios?” Aqui tienes otra reflexion: ;Hay demasiado ruido en tu vida? ;Te impide el ruido orar y es-
cuchar al Sefor? El ruido y la comunicacién instantdnea nos golpean por todos lados. Entonces, ¢crees que
puedes ayunar de la television, la radio, internet, Facebook, Snapchat o Instagram esta semana? Si no toda la
semana, /quizas un dia o incluso unas horas? ;Puedes animar a tus hijos a que dejen sus teléfonos y apaguen
la computadora y la television? Con el tiempo extra que te da el silencio del ruido, puedes rezar el rosario,
leer las Escrituras o comprar un buen libro espiritual. ;Cudl es el propdsito de tu ayuno de ruido?

Profundizar tu relacion con Dios y escuchar al Sefior. ; Adonde te llama Jests? ;Coémo puedes servirle
mejor? ;Como puedes compartir su amor? ;Coémo puedes ser una mejor persona? Ruego que, sea cual sea el
tipo de ayuno que elijjas, la disciplina te acerque mas a Jesus.
