Feast of the Presentation of the Lord

Today we celebrate the Feast of the Presentation of the Lord.
Candlemas Day is another name for the feast of the Presentation of
the Lord. Forty days after His birth, Mary and Joseph brought Jesus to
the temple for the rites of purification and dedication as prescribed by the Torah. The Presenta-
tion is a proclamation of Christ - Messiah and Priest, Lord and Savior. He is the light who
came into this world to dispel sin and darkness.

For this reason, traditionally at least since the seventh century, candles have been blessed
at Mass this day that will be used throughout the year, hence coining the term “Candlemas.”
When you were baptized, Jesus called you to be a light in the world because we share in the
mission of Christ. Part of the ceremony at every baptism is to give a candle to the parents and
godparents. The candle is a reminder to keep the light of Christ burning in their child. A
question we can all ask ourselves today is this: Is my candle still burning? Where is the light of
Christ in my life?

Brothers and sisters, today, we renew ourselves as disciples of Jesus and allow the light
of Christ to shine in our hearts as we proclaim the joy of the Gospel in our community. As we
sing in the hymn we all know: “We are the Light of the World, may our light shine before all,
that they may see the good that we do, and give glory to God.” (Jean Anthony Greif.)
