St. Paul’s Letter to the Romans

= We continue to read at Mass this Sunday from the letter of Saint Paul to
the Romans. If you want to read a book during the summer, I recommend
this letter of Saint Paul. It is only twenty pages in the bible.

At Mass we will read from Romans every Sunday during the summer this
year. When Paul wrote this letter, Rome was the Capital of the World. A city of power,
corruption, and sin. Rome was the New York of its day. This letter is an introduction to the
Christian Faith. The message of Saint Paul to the Romans is a message we need to hear today.
Paul’s message is for his time, our time, and all time. Paul wrote this letter to the Church of
Rome. Today, Paul is speaking to the Church of Camden. And what is the message?

It is a message of Salvation. Paul says that we are all under the domination of sin in our
life. Sin dominates the human condition and is the cause of our separation from God and
others. We are all sinners in need of redemption. We need a Savior. Thanks be to God we are
saved, through Jesus Christ, our Lord, and we are saved by his Death on the Cross and
Resurrection. We cannot save ourselves through our own works or through the law of Moses.
No, we are justified by Faith in Christ. In our life of faith there is tension. Our old self pulls us
toward sin and selfishness. Our new life in Christ pulls us toward grace, sacrifice, and service.
It is tension on sin and grace. Death and life.

In the Gospel today, Jesus reminds us that to follow Him involves a choice, a decision.
So, we ask ourselves: What or who 1s most important to me? A political party, a relationship,
entertainment, a career? Or is Jesus and his life and his way a priority for you? Paul reminds
us to accept our cross and follow behind the one who saves us. Because when we lose our life
to Christ, we find it. And when we find our life in Christ it is a life of joy.
