From the Pastor’s Desk

THE HOLY SEASON OF LENT

It 1s hard to believe, but the Season of Lent begins in just a few days with Ash
Wednesday fast approaching. I pray Lent is a time of renewal for you, your family,
and our parish family. The “forty (40) days” of Lent is much more than a calcula-
tion of time between Ash Wednesday and Palm Sunday.

In the Bible, numbers often have a symbolic meaning, and the number “forty”
represents a time of testing and preparation for a future mission taken on for God.
For example, after forty days and nights of rain, God formed a new Covenant with
Noah. In the Book of Exodus, the Israelites wandered forty days in the desert before
reaching the promised land. In the Gospels, Jesus went into the desert for forty days
and was tempted by the devil before returning and beginning his new public life and
ministry. That is what Lent is for us: a time of preparation and testing, leading to
our new life with Christ at Easter. I pray the Lenten Season is meaningful for you.

Whether we are bap-
tized as infants or adults, Baptism is the Church’s way of celebrating and enacting the embrace of God.

Anointing of the Sick
The sacrament of Anointing of the Sick is a ritual of healing appropriate not only for physical but also for mental and
spiritual sickness.

Holy Matrimony
The Sacrament of Marriage, or Holy Matrimony, is a public sign that one gives oneself totally to this other person. It is
also a public statement about God: the loving union of husband and wife speaks of family values and also God’s values.
Ideally, marriage preparation should be made a year in advance and Catholic marriages take place during Mass.

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Traditionally the Lenten Season is a time of penance throughout the Catholic Church. Lent is a
season in which prayer, the reception of the sacraments, charity and almsgiving are emphasized.

Lenten Regulations 20223

Wednesdays of Lent
There is no obligation to fast. However, voluntary acts of self-denial are recommended.

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday
These are days of Fast and Abstinence from meat. There is a limit of one full meal on these days
for all between the ages of 16 and 59 inclusive.

Days of Abstinence
All Fridays in Lent. All who have reached the age of 14 are bound to abstain from meat.

Easter Duty Obligation
After they have received their First Communion, at least once a year. This precept should be
fulfilled during the Easter Season. Catholics are also bound to confess serious (mortal) sins
at least once a year, but this is not limited to the Lenten/Easter Season.

En el Evangelio, Jesus se fue al desierto durante
cuarenta dias y fue tentado por el diablo antes de regresar y comenzar su nueva vida publi-
ca y ministerio. Eso es la Cuaresma para nosotros: un tiempo de preparacion y prueba que
conduce a nuestra nueva vida con Cristo en la Pascua. Oro para que la Temporada de
Cuaresma sea significativa para ti.
