Financial Matters:

· New Banners have been installed. Anniversary banners are available for City of Englewood to pick up and donate to city organizations including the library, police department, city schools.

· Streetscape – Chairperson and ED have asked John Imbiano for invoice so that just one  corner streetscape including all downtown bicycle racks and benches can be ordered.

· ED reported monthly update on social media followers/interactions/content shared/views.

· Bus Stops – Vice Chair asked that Dean Street Greenery return to enhance the bus stop decorations with concentration on Spring and Fall decorations being more robust and colorful.

· SID Dues -Quarterly invoices to be sent to City Comptroller and City Manager.

· Still waiting for Catco’s proposal (Greg Catco) for sidewalk power washing. Currently SID is only in possession of one proposal for phase II of sidewalk power washing.

· Still waiting for Catco’s awning proposal for discussion.  SID will then review whether SID will continue to clean the SID area awnings.

· Car charges in garage are in various stages of operation.  SID waiting for City to respond to whether they will be continuing the operation of the car chargers at the City’s cost.

Public Session Public Comment:

· Frank Huttle, Bergen Pac presented an updated Economic Impact Study of Bergen Pac Performing Arts Center and summarized the findings of the Impact Study.
· Bergen Pac requested cooperation and collaboration with the City and the SID.
· Request for Bergen Pac to have a seat at the SID board of directors.
· Parking center infrastructure at the garage, wayfinding planning be implemented as well as 15 points that the City/SID/Bergen Pac collaborate and support each other to accomplish for the benefit of the city, its residents and its guests.
· Bergen Pac is advocating for collaboration and working hand in hand with SID, including expertise and funding.
· Request for future planning meetings with Bergen Pac/SID and other city stakeholders to advance downtown and call upon the City of Englewood together. 

· Chairperson Krull moved to adjourn the meeting at 9:06am seconded by Board Member Bittan; moved by unanimous board approval.
