Meeting called to order by Chairperson Krull at 8:03 am.

Chairperson Krull moved to accept September 9th , 2025, SID Board Meeting Minutes as  presented; moved for acceptance by Vice Chairperson Dunham; seconded by Board Member, Tronick ; moved by unanimous Board approval.  

Financial Matters: 
Treasurer and ED reported on their meeting with SID bookkeeper on October 8th to address the formatting revisions to financials. The newly formatted financials were presented by Treasurer and include FY25 comparables.  Treasurer reported that the auditor will further clarify the adjustments to SID income as the FY25 audit nears completion

Chairperson presented the September financial reports and expenditures.  

Chairperson Krull moved to approve the September financial reports and September expenditures; moved for acceptance by Board member Bittan; seconded by Vice Chairperson Dunham moved by unanimous Board approval.  

Treasurer confirmed Chubb will not write workers compensation coverages for ED and ED to provide W/C policy for NY (state of residence) and NJ (work site).  Treasurer will review policy coverages and premiums when presented by ED.

Treasurer confirmed that SID is invoicing City of Englewood quarterly for SID dues.

Treasurer and ED met with NNJCC and confirmed FY26 project review and approval process. Treasurer confirmed with NNJCC that they are not to spend any further funds for FY26 until the process for approval has been discussed and confirmed.  

                                                                                                                                                                                                                                        
Executive Director Updates:

· Dean Street Greenery contracted to plant seasonal plants in all planters and clean up recessed area by City Hall with seasonal plantings.

· ED reported monthly update on social media followers/interactions/content shared/views. The new business in Englewood will be featured with videos within the next two weeks. 

· Bus Stops – Seasonal decorations enhanced and completed by Dean Street Greenery.

· Still waiting for Catco’s proposal (Greg Catco) for sidewalk power washing. Currently SID has only received one proposal for phase II of sidewalk power washing. ED reported that Catco (Greg) has not provided a quote for the power washing work. Board Member Bittan will forward contact information for another power washing contractor. ED will then forward them an invitation to bid

· Still waiting for Catco’s proposal for discussion.  SID will then review whether SID will continue to clean the SID area awnings. Vice Chairperson Dunham noted that owners of property in SID district are responsible for maintaining their awnings and it was agreed that awning cleaning is not SID’s responsibility. Nevertheless  SID may consider speaking with the building department and request they contact owners and direct them to clean their awning(s) . Board Member Bittan voiced objection to SID contemplating contracting to clean awnings and is in favor of contacting the building department with list of awnings that needs to be addressed.

· ED reported that PSEG invoices continue to be forwarded to SID PO Box. ED’s continues to forward the PSEG invoices for car chargers in the garage directly to City Manager. 

· Chairperson confirmed that homeless population downtown is increasing.  Board Member Rosenzweig confirmed that the police department offers services but  cannot force homeless off the streets and transport to Bergen County shelter without consent.  

· Chairperson and Vice Chairperson continue to question whether police details will be increased during the holiday season.  ED directed to contact City Manager and police department with inquiry and will report back to SID. 

· Chairperson addressed Bergen Pac’s presentation at the September meeting. ED was asked to contact ED Bergen Pac Board President and copy to ED to update and ask what they have in mind regarding a collaboration on activities aimed at improving the downtown. 

· Board members had a general discussion regarding parking signage directing to the City Garage. Board Member Rosenzweig agreed to raise improving parking signage to City Garage with City Manager and report back to SID.

· Board Member Bittan complained that the city lot on Bergen Street is horrific, and the smaller containers need to be removed and replaced with one compact container.  Chairperson agreed to forward IWS contact information to ED to direct them to move single containers and replace them with compactor.

Chairperson adjourned meeting at 8:45 am.
